Dip into Kuala Lumpur's abundant multi-

cultural experiences on this half-day city 

tour. We start at Masjid Negara, one of the 

country's largest and most distinguished 

mosques before proceeding to Tugu 

Negara, a war memorial honouring those 

who perished in conflict. We also pass the 

Moorish-style Federal Court; the old 

Railway station, which is a striking piece 

of Mohammedan architecture; the Tudor-

style Cricket Club and the King's Palace. 

The tour concludes at Thean Hou Temple 

situated in Robson Heights. This shrine is 

home to the patron Goddess Thean Hou of 

the Hainanese community. This striking 

six-tiered temple is regarded as one of the 

biggest Chinese temples in South-East 

Asia. 

After the tour returning to hotel for rest 

and freshen-up. At the appointed time,

National Monument (Tugu Negara):  

The National Monument is a sculpture that 

commemorates those who died in Malaysia's 

struggle for freedom, principally against the 

Japanese occupation during World War II and 

the Malayan Emergency, which lasted from 

1948 until 1960. It is famous for the world's 

tallest bronze freestanding sculpture grouping. 
 

--King's Palace (Istana Negara): The Istana 

Negara (the King's Palace) is the official 

residence of the Yang di-Pertuan Agong, the 

head of state of Malaysia, located along Jalan 

Duta in northern Kuala Lumpur. Many royal 

banquets and celebrations are held in this 

palace. Thousands of visitors come for the 

palace guard shift ceremony.

Explore the rich heritage buildings, 

ancient landmarks and colonial structures 

of the historical city of Malacca, a UNESCO 

World Heritage Site. Malacca is 150 km 

from Kuala Lumpur and for over a period 

of 400 years, it was colonised by the 

Portuguese, then the Dutch, followed by 

the British before Japanese occupation 

during World War Two. We visit the Dutch

re that features what is believed to be the 

oldest-surviving Dutch building in the 

East, Stadthuys, Christ Church and the 

Clock Tower which features the Queen 

Victoria Fountain. 

We also see Cheng Hoon Teng, Malaysia's 

oldest functioning Chinese temple, 

founded in 1645 and Porta De 

 

 

 

 



Santiago, the gate to the Portuguese 

fortress La Formosa which was built in 

1511. From here, we can reach St. Paul's 

Church Ruins where St. Francis Xavier was 

once buried. After lunch at a local 

restaurant, there is time to stroll around 

Jonker Street which is famous for its local 

antiques, boutiques and local handicrafts. 

After the tour, return to Kuala Lumpur for 

your overnight stay. 

------------------------------------------- 

--Dutch Square: Dutch Square, also known as 

Red Square, is an area surrounded by red 

buildings featuring large windows and wrought 

iron hedges in the heart of Melaka city. 

Historically, they were offices of Dutch 

administration in colonial Malacca. 
 

--Stadthuys: The largest building in Dutch 

Square is "Stadthuys," or 'town hall' in Dutch. 

This well-preserved Dutch colonial building, 

built in 1650, stands as a majestic red beacon 

of history and culture. 
 

--Cheng Hoon Teng Temple: Cheng Hoon 

Teng Temple is Malaysia's oldest traditional 

Chinese temple, constructed in 1673, 

remaining a central place of worship for the 

Buddhist community in Melaka. Notable for its 

carved woodwork, the temple is dedicated to 

Kuan Yin, the goddess of mercy. 
 

--Porta De Santiago: The Porta De Santiago 

(A Famosa) is one of the few oldest surviving 

remnants of European architecture in the 

whole of Asia. It is one of the most popular 

sites that you can find when visiting Malacca. 

It is a major historical landmark and is 

probably the most photographed structure in 

Malacca. 
 

--St Paul's Church: St. Paul's Church is a 

historic church building in Malacca, Malaysia 

that was originally built in 1521. It is located at 

the summit of St. Paul's Hill and is a part of 

the Malacca Museum Complex. 
 

--Jonker Street: Jonker Street is the 

Chinatown street of Malacca. The road is filled 

with historical houses along its left and right 

sides dating back to the 17th century. It also 

has shops selling antiques, textiles, foods, 

handicrafts, and souvenirs.

We head to the highest peak in Penang to 

admire the panoramic view of George 

Town and the mainland. We start at the 

largest Buddhist temple in South-East 

Asia, Kek Lok Si Temple, also known as 

the "Temple of Supreme Bliss." Here we 

enjoy a breath-taking sight of the gigantic 

bronze statue of the Goddess of Mercy 

that overlooks the entire temple precinct 

and its vicinity, then we take a stroll up 

the seven storey Pagoda which houses 

over 10,000 Buddha statues. 
 

Next, we ride the funicular to the top of 

Penang Hill, the island's highest peak 

where the oldest British hill station in the 

region was established. After soaking up 

the view and trying to spot the two 

Penang Bridges, we stock up on our 

favourite local goodies at Coffee Tree 

before we descend.  

 

 

 

 

 



--Kek Lok Si Temple: Built since the year 

1891, Kek Lok Si Temple situated in the island 

of Penang, Malaysia, is one of the largest and 

finest temples complexes in Southeast Asia. 
 

--Penang Hill: Penang Hill is a hill resort 

comprising a group of peaks in Penang, 

Malaysia. It was used as a retreat during the 

British colonial period, and is now a popular 

tourist destination of Penang. The top of 

Penang Hill, 821m above George Town, 

provides a spectacular view over the island and 

across to the mainland.

Do not miss out this picture-

taking opportunity with The Merlion, a 

mythological creature that is part lion and 

part fish. Visit Thian Hock Keng Temple, one 

of Singapore's oldest Buddhist-Taoist 

temples, before driving past Chinatown. 

Proceed to Singapore's first UNESCO World 

Heritage Site – the Singapore Botanic 

Gardens and walk through the National 

Orchid Garden which boasts a sprawling 

display of 60,000 orchid plants. 
 

Transfer to Gardens by the Bay with 

admission (Flower Dome + Cloud Forest). 

Transfer back to hotel.

This is a night city tour unlike any other! 

On this journey, you’ll get to hit as many 

of the hottest spots in Singapore’s central 

district and discover the hidden vestiges 

of Singapore’s history! We begin our 

journey at the uber luxurious Raffles Hotel 

where we get a closer look into the 

grounds of the grand dame. The hotel 

comes alive at night and our guide tells 

you stories typically untold and of famous 

patrons that have graced its wondrous 

halls. 
 

We then walk over to the CHIJMES 

compound, a historic building complex in 

Singapore, which began life as a Catholic 

convent which has now been converted 

into spectacular grounds with the city’s 

latest restaurants and bars. Our guide will 

show you around the CHIJMES complex 

and you’ll get to learn a little more about 

it's history. The complex was used as a 

Catholic convent since 1852. The Caldwell 

House is currently a wedding venue and 

the Gothic-style chapel, renamed as 

CHIJMES Hall, is currently a function hall 

and also a wedding venue.  

Both have been gazetted as national 

monuments and have been featured in the 

movie Crazy Rich Asians! 
 

Following that, we’ll take a short ride to 

one of the oldest parks within the heart of 

our city! Our guide sparks your 

imagination with real war stories as you 

get a glimpse at the war memorial and 

marvel at the intricacies of the Victorian 

splendour of certain installations built in 

the 1800s.  
 

 

 

Finally, you will have a chance to ride on 

the restored rustic bumboat along the 

Singapore river! The Singapore skyline 

has changed drastically over the last few 

years and a ride on these iconic bumboats 

along the historic Singapore River 

waterway allows us to preserve the 

heritage of this modern river and gives 

you the opportunity to reminisce time 

past. We promise you’ll fall in love with 

our country and marvel at what it has 

transformed into over the years! 
 

Our boat ride ends in Clarke Quay, a 

unique, conserved historical landmark 

located along the Singapore River and at 

the fringe of Singapore's Central Business 

District. The Singapore River has been the 

centre of trade since modern Singapore 

was founded in1819. During the colonial 

era, Boat Quay was the commercial centre 

where barge lighters would transport 

goods upstream to warehouses at Clarke 

Quay. At the height of its prosperity, 

dozens of bumboats jostled for mooring 

space beside Clarke Quay. This continued 

well into the later half of the 20th century. 

Today, Clarke Quay has been transformed 

into an open-air megaplex of the hottest 

night clubs, bars and restaurants. We’ll 

leave you here to party the night away!

village, famous for stone carving. But the 

visit now is to have the opportunity to 

watch Barong and Kris Dance show that 

describes the eternal struggle between 

good (Barong) and evil (Rangda) and ends 

with a scene where the kris dancers fall 

into a trance and kill Rangda.  

Continue through spectacular views of 

terraced rice fields to Besakih temple 

located on the slope of Mount Agung, 

Bali's highest volcano. It is called the 

Mother Temple of Bali as it houses 

ancestral shrines for all Hindu Balinese 

and a complex of nearly 24 temples.  

Our next stop is Kintamani that presents 

breathtaking views over the caldera lake, 

Danau Batur. Before retiring to your hotel, 

pay an insightful visit to the Tirta Empul 

temple or Holly Spring Water Temple.

--Besakih - Mother Temple of Bali: is the 
biggest Hindu temple in Bali which the local 
people call Pura Besakih. It owns beautiful 
view from the top of temple area where we can 
see the wide nature panorama until to the 
ocean so that way this temple is many visited 

by tourists from all over the world. 
 

--Holy Spring of Tirta Empul: is a Hindu 

Balinese water temple, in this temple there are 

some waters gushing out from a great 

spring.Tirta Empul is also one of the historical 

remains in Bali.
