DEVOTIONAL PRAYERS

A.

Prayer that God would teach us His ways

" Teach me your way, LORD, that | may rely on your faithfulness; give me an undivided
heart, that | may fear your name. (Ps 86:11 NIV)

"" Thus the LORD used to speak to Moses face to face, just as a man speaks to his friend.
... ? Then Moses said to the LORD, “See, You say to me, ‘Bring up this people!’ But You
Yourself have not let me know whom You will send with me. Moreover, You have said, ‘I
have known you by name, and you have also found favor in My sight.’ '* “Now therefore, |
pray You, if I have found favor in Your sight, let me know Your ways that | may know You,
so that I may find favor in Your sight. Consider too, that this nation is Your people.” (Ex
33:11-13 NASB95)

Prayer of consecration to God

Give ear to my voice when I call to You! > May my
prayer be counted as incense before You; The lifting up of my hands as the evening
offering. ® Set a guard, O LORD, over my mouth; Keep watch over the door of my lips. * Do
not incline my heart to any evil thing, To practice deeds of wickedness With men who do
iniquity; And do not let me eat of their delicacies. (Ps 141:1-4 NASB95)

* May these words of my mouth and this meditation of my heart be pleasing in your
sight, LORD, my Rock and my Redeemer.

Prayer for wisdom, revelation, and the fear of God

6 (I) do not cease giving thanks for you, while making mention of you in my prayers; "’
that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you a spirit of
wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him. ' | pray that the eyes of your heart may
be enlightened, so that you will know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches
of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, ' and what is the surpassing greatness of
His power toward us who believe. These are in accordance with the working of the
strength of His might  which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the
dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, (Eph 1:16-20 NASB)

21 My son, if you will receive my words And treasure my commandments within you, 2
Make your ear attentive to wisdom, Incline your heart to understanding; ° For if you cry
for discernment, Lift your voice for understanding; * If you seek her as silver And search
for her as for hidden treasures; ° Then you will discern the fear of the LORD And discover
the knowledge of God. ¢ For the LORD gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge
and understanding.

Prayer for courage to proclaim the Gospel

 and also for me, that words may be given to me in opening my mouth boldly to
proclaim the mystery of the gospel, ?° for which | am an ambassador in chains, that | may
declare it boldly, as I ought to speak. (Eph 6:19-20 ESV)

2 And now, Lord, look upon their threats and grant to your servants to continue to speak
your word with all boldness, *° while you stretch out your hand to heal, and signs and
wonders are performed through the name of your holy servant Jesus." °" And when they
had prayed, the place in which they were gathered together was shaken, and they were
all filled with the Holy Spirit and continued to speak the word of God with boldness. (Act
4:29-31 ESV)

Prayer for opportunities to bear witness to the Gospel

The Lord’s Prayer
