THE SPIRIT OF HOLINESS

A.

The Spirit and the work of sanctification

' Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, To God’s elect, exiles scattered throughout the
provinces of Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia and Bithynia, 2 who have been chosen
according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work of the
Spirit, to be obedient to Jesus Christ and sprinkled with his blood: Grace and peace be
yours in abundance. (1 Pe 1:1-2 NIV)

® But we ought always to thank God for you, brothers and sisters loved by the Lord,
because God chose you as firstfruits to be saved through the sanctifying work of the
Spirit and through belief in the truth. (2 Th 2:13 NIV)

* Yet | have written you quite boldly on some points to remind you of them again,
because of the grace God gave me '® to be a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles. He
gave me the priestly duty of proclaiming the gospel of God, so that the Gentiles might
become an offering acceptable to God, sanctified by the Holy Spirit. (Ro 15:15-16 NIV)

The Spirit and the Grace of God

% How much worse punishment, do you think, will be deserved by the one who has
trampled underfoot the Son of God, and has profaned the blood of the covenant by
which he was sanctified, and has outraged the Spirit of grace? (Heb 10:29 ESV)

" For the grace of God has appeared that offers salvation to all people. ' It teaches us to
say “No” to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and
godly lives in this present age, (Tt 2:11-12 NIV)

¢ Having gifts (Gk. ‘charisma’) that differ according to the grace (Gk. ‘Charis’) given to us,
let us use them: if prophecy, in proportion to our faith; (Ro 12:6 ESV)

4 There are different kinds of gifts (Gk. ‘charisma’), but the same Spirit distributes them. °
There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. ¢ There are different kinds of
working, but in all of them and in everyone it is the same God at work. (1 Co 12:4-6 NIV)

4 | always thank my God for you because of his grace given you in Christ Jesus. ° For in
him you have been enriched in every way—with all kinds of speech and with all
knowledge—° God thus confirming our testimony about Christ among you. ” Therefore
you do not lack any spiritual gift as you eagerly wait for our Lord Jesus Christ to be
revealed. ® He will also keep you firm to the end, so that you will be blameless on the day
of our Lord Jesus Christ.
