
Preventative/Wellness Care for Cats & Kittens 
 
Feline Leukemia/Feline Immunodeficiency Virus Test (FIV/FeLV combo test)-Test as early 
as 6-8 weeks of age by a simple in-hospital blood test. We strongly testing all newly 
acquired cats/kittens, before introducing it to other cats, if it is sick, or if it is at high risk for 
exposure. 
 
Feline “Distemper” Vaccine (CORE vaccine) 
(Rhinotracheitis/Calici/Panleukopenia) 

o Kittens ≤16 Weeks of Age (Boosters) 
o At least 3 doses between 6 & 16 weeks, 3-4 weeks apart 

o Cats >16 Weeks of Age 
o 2 doses, 3-4 weeks apart 

 
Feline Leukemia Vaccine (CORE vaccine for kittens & young cats)  

o Kittens ≤16 Weeks of Age (Boosters) 
o 2 doses starting at 9 weeks, 3-4 weeks apart 

o Cats >16 Weeks of Age 
o 2 doses, 3-4 weeks apart 

 
Rabies Vaccine (CORE Vaccine) 

o Initial vaccine at 12-16 weeks of age, booster in 1 year & then every 3 years 
 
Parasite control is strongly recommended each month, year-round on all cats & kittens 
Revolt is available for purchase. Revolt offers protection against fleas, heartworm 
disease and treats hookworms, roundworms and ear mites. 
 
 
Feline “Distemper” Vaccine (FVRCP, HCP) 
Feline Viral Rhinotracheitis (FVR): A herpesvirus that causes respiratory illness.  
Calicivirus (C): A virus that can cause respiratory infections, ulcers on the tongue and 
mouth, and pneumonia.  
Panleukopenia (P): Also known as feline distemper, this is a highly contagious and 
potentially fatal disease that attacks rapidly dividing cells, leading to symptoms like severe 
vomiting, diarrhea, and dehydration. “Cat Parvo” 
 
Feline leukemia virus (FeLV)  
FeLV is a Retrovirus, it is one of the most important infectious diseases of cats worldwide. 
Affected cats can develop anemia (a low red blood cell level), cancers, and/or suppression 
of the immune system.  
 
Rabies Vaccine 
Rabies is an incurable virus that attacks the brain and spinal cord. All mammals, including 
dogs and humans, can be infected with rabies.
