Lent 2021 at Gethsemane is a 12-part series "This Is A Test.”  With God’s graceful 

guidance, we today can face the tests and succeed.

HOLY GOSPEL John 12:12–19 

P The Holy Gospel according to St. John, the twelfth chapter. 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 
  

 12 The next day the great crowd that had come for the festival 

heard that Jesus was on his way to Jerusalem. 13 They took palm 

branches and went out to meet him, shouting, 

“Hosanna!” 

“Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”  

“Blessed is the king of Israel!” 
14 Jesus found a young donkey and sat on it, as it is written: 

15 “Do not be afraid, Daughter Zion; 

    see, your king is coming, 

    seated on a donkey’s colt.”  



16 At first his disciples did not understand all this. Only after Jesus 

was glorified did they realize that these things had been written 

about him and that these things had been done to him. 
17 Now the crowd that was with him when he called Lazarus from 

the tomb and raised him from the dead continued to spread the 

word. 18 Many people, because they had heard that he had 

performed this sign, went out to meet him. 19 So the Pharisees said 

to one another, “See, this is getting us nowhere. Look how the 

whole world has gone after him!”

OLD TESTAMENT READING Genesis 22:1–18 NIV 

 1Some time later God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” 

“Here I am,” he replied. 



2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only son, whom you love—Isaac—

and go to the region of Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on a 

mountain I will show you.” 
3 Early the next morning Abraham got up and loaded his donkey. He took 

with him two of his servants and his son Isaac. When he had cut enough 

wood for the burnt offering, he set out for the place God had told him about. 
4 On the third day Abraham looked up and saw the place in the distance. 
5 He said to his servants, “Stay here with the donkey while I and the boy go 

over there. We will worship and then we will come back to you.” 
6 Abraham took the wood for the burnt offering and placed it on his son 

Isaac, and he himself carried the fire and the knife. As the two of them went 

on together, 7 Isaac spoke up and said to his father Abraham, “Father?” 

“Yes, my son?” Abraham replied. 

“The fire and wood are here,” Isaac said, “but where is the lamb for the 

burnt offering?” 
8 Abraham answered, “God himself will provide the lamb for the burnt 

offering, my son.” And the two of them went on together. 
9 When they reached the place God had told him about, Abraham built an 

altar there and arranged the wood on it. He bound his son Isaac and laid 

him on the altar, on top of the wood. 10 Then he reached out his hand and 

took the knife to slay his son. 11 But the angel of the Lord called out to him 

from heaven, “Abraham! Abraham!” 

“Here I am,” he replied. 
12 “Do not lay a hand on the boy,” he said. “Do not do anything to him. Now I 

know that you fear God, because you have not withheld from me your son, 

your only son.” 
13 Abraham looked up and there in a thicket he saw a ram caught by its 

horns. He went over and took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering 

instead of his son. 14 So Abraham called that place The Lord Will Provide. 

And to this day it is said, “On the mountain of the Lord it will be provided.” 



15 The angel of the Lord called to Abraham from heaven a second time 
16 and said, “I swear by myself, declares the Lord, that because you have 

done this and have not withheld your son, your only son, 17 I will surely bless 

you and make your descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and as 

the sand on the seashore. Your descendants will take possession of the 

cities of their enemies, 18 and through your offspring all nations on earth will 

be blessed, because you have obeyed me.”

EPISTLE Hebrews 10:1–10 NIV 

 1The law is only a shadow of the good things that are coming—

not the realities themselves. For this reason it can never, by the 

same sacrifices repeated endlessly year after year, make perfect 

those who draw near to worship. 2 Otherwise, would they not have 

stopped being offered? For the worshipers would have been 

cleansed once for all, and would no longer have felt guilty for their 

sins. 3 But those sacrifices are an annual reminder of sins. 4 It is 

impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins. 
5 Therefore, when Christ came into the world, he said: 

“Sacrifice and offering you did not desire, 

    but a body you prepared for me; 
6 with burnt offerings and sin offerings 

    you were not pleased. 
7 Then I said, ‘Here I am—it is written about me in the scroll— 

    I have come to do your will, my God.’”  
8 First he said, “Sacrifices and offerings, burnt offerings and sin 

offerings you did not desire, nor were you pleased with them”—



though they were offered in accordance with the law. 9 Then he 

said, “Here I am, I have come to do your will.” He sets aside the 

first to establish the second. 10 And by that will, we have been made 

holy through the sacrifice of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

HOLY GOSPEL Luke 19:28–48 NIV 

P The Holy Gospel of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ according to the 

St. Luke. 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 
  

 28 After Jesus had said this, he went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. 
29 As he approached Bethphage and Bethany at the hill called the Mount of 

Olives, he sent two of his disciples, saying to them, 30 “Go to the village 

ahead of you, and as you enter it, you will find a colt tied there, which no 

one has ever ridden. Untie it and bring it here. 31 If anyone asks you, ‘Why 

are you untying it?’ say, ‘The Lord needs it.’” 
32 Those who were sent ahead went and found it just as he had told them. 
33 As they were untying the colt, its owners asked them, “Why are you 

untying the colt?” 
34 They replied, “The Lord needs it.” 
35 They brought it to Jesus, threw their cloaks on the colt and put Jesus on 

it. 36 As he went along, people spread their cloaks on the road. 
37 When he came near the place where the road goes down the Mount of 

Olives, the whole crowd of disciples began joyfully to praise God in loud 

voices for all the miracles they had seen: 
38 “Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord!”  

“Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!” 
39 Some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to Jesus, “Teacher, rebuke your 

disciples!” 



40 “I tell you,” he replied, “if they keep quiet, the stones will cry out.” 
41 As he approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept over it 42 and said, 

“If you, even you, had only known on this day what would bring you peace—

but now it is hidden from your eyes. 43 The days will come upon you when 

your enemies will build an embankment against you and encircle you and 

hem you in on every side. 44 They will dash you to the ground, you and the 

children within your walls. They will not leave one stone on another, 

because you did not recognize the time of God’s coming to you.” 

Jesus at the Temple 
45 When Jesus entered the temple courts, he began to drive out those who 

were selling. 46 “It is written,” he said to them, “‘My house will be a house of 

prayer’; but you have made it ‘a den of robbers.’” 
47 Every day he was teaching at the temple. But the chief priests, the 

teachers of the law and the leaders among the people were trying to kill him. 
48 Yet they could not find any way to do it, because all the people hung on 

his words.
