*Request for Formal Contractor Bid KEEP grant-Motion (Elliott/Schoessler) Carried to approve advertising for sealed bids for the Bliss School Facility Improvement Project. The motion authorizes the District to receive

sealed bids until 4:00 p.m. on May 27, 2026, at the Administrative Office of Bliss School
District #234, 601 E US Hwy 30, Bliss, Idaho, at which time bids will be publicly opened.

The project includes HVAC replacement, window and door replacement, LED lighting

upgrades, installation of programmable WiFi thermostats, and gymnasium ceiling

insulation and weather sealing. The motion further requires that bid envelopes be

marked “SEALED BID ENCLOSED: BLISS SCHOOL FACILITY IMPROVEMENT

PROJECT,” that bidders hold a State of Idaho Public Works Contractor’s License, and

that each bid includes a bid bond equal to 5% of the total bid amount, including any add

alternates.  The Board reserves the right to reject any or all bids, waive informalities, and accept the

bid deemed to be in the best interest of the District.
*Contractor Selections-Motion (Elliott/Schoessler) Carried to approve discretion to the superintendent on decision to pick contractor.  
*Facilities-Thoughts on colors and stucco for HS renovation? Board would like to see options and have a say.
Talked with Idaho Power and going to get rebates for new thermostats and HVAC units

Containers will be approximately $4000-$6000 each. Board good with that.
Dry storage area next to containers. Approximately around $8,000. Board good with that.

Track area. Would be a strip of asphalt and then a rubber surface on top. Approximately $13,000. Board would like to wait on this project.

Upgrade the gym lighting. Approximately $2100. Board would like to wait.
