Reflection from Fr. Bernard Doré  

Jesus is the bread of life sent down from heaven to feed 

God’s people. And in partaking of this food, we are 

changed.  

In today’s Gospel of St. John Jesus is professing that he 

is the bread of life sent down from heaven, by the Father, so 

that whoever eats this bread will live forever. It is a pivotal 

section in Jesus’ ministry, because this is the time when 

many who follow him will find his words too difficult to hear, 

and will leave him. We don’t hear that part yet. What we do 

hear is the truth and foundation of what we profess and 

believe when we offer our “Amen” when receiving the body 

and blood of Christ. Jesus is the bread that came down from 

heaven. And in partaking of this bread – his body, blood, 

soul, and divinity, we are changed. We become united with 

God and his work. We are then sent forward to make God’s 

kingdom present on earth through our own efforts. 

The Father who sent the Son has always fed his people – 

for a greater purpose. The Lord provided manna in the de-

sert to Moses and his people – and they continued on their 

journey to the Promised Land. In today’s first reading from 

Kings, Elijah is despondent and prays for death. But the Lord 

provides, sending an angel to rouse him and feed him, that 

he might continue his forty-day-and-forty-night trek to 

Mount Horeb. There he will encounter the Lord directly, and 

be commissioned to go back to his prophetic mission. 

 In The Holy Eucharist, Jesus gives us himself His Body 

and Blood, Soul and Divinity as The Food for our souls. He 

gives us Eternal Life. The Holy Eucharist gives us a new rela-

tionship with God. We are united to God the Father through 

his Son, by the power of Holy Spirit .

Living the Liturgy 

Inspiration for the week 

Are we willing to be taught by God? if 
we are, then we will begin to see 
things and make judgments using a 
Divine lens. Often, we perceive things 
with purely human eyes and refer-
ence points. When we do this, reality 
can lose its Divine spark and we miss 
what God is trying to say. When using 
human eyes exclusively, Jesus is at 
best perceived simply as a prophet 
who has some wise things to say. The 
human element has a difficult time 
seeing Jesus' divinity and recognizing 
him as the bread of life that comes 
down from heaven. We can easily get 
stuck on Jesus' human associations 
and overlook the marvelous wonders 
God wants us to see. If we really al-
low ourselves to be taught by God, 
we will then come to see the truth 
about Jesus and the abundant ever-
lasting life God offers. Jesus becomes 
the key that unlocks all of our rela-
tionships: with God, others, our-
selves, and creation. He, as the true 
and lasting bread from heaven, 
shows us the gifts of faith, hope, and 
love that God bestows on us. 
Through this divine lens we see that 
all life sparkles and glows with God's 
love.

After the Introductory Rites, the first 

main part of the Mass is the Liturgy of 

the Word, the “service” of God’s word. 

In the Catholic tradition, “When the 

Sacred Scriptures are read in the Church, 

God himself speaks to his people, and 

Christ, present in his word, proclaims the 

Gospel” (General Instruction of the Ro-

man Missal, no. 29). In fact, “the Church 

has always held the divine scriptures in 

reverence no less than it accords to the 

Lord’s body itself, never ceasing— espe-

cially in the sacred liturgy—to receive the 

bread of life from the one table of God’s 

word and Christ’s body, and to offer it to 

the faithful” (Dei Verbum §26, Second 

Vatican Council’s Dogmatic Constitution 

on Divine Revelation). In other words, 

when we hear the readings from the 

Bible at Mass, it is God who speaks to 

us—it is Christ who is present among us.

This understanding of the one table of 

Christ’s word and body—this unity of 

Scripture and Eucharist—helps us see 

that at Mass God feeds us in multiple 

ways. “During most of the year, the first 

reading is from the Old Testament and 

the second reading is from one of the 

New Testament letters. During Easter 

Time, the first reading is taken from the 

Acts of the Apostles. The Responsorial 

Psalm is sung between these readings. 

The psalm helps us to meditate on the 

word of God. The last reading is always 

taken from one of the four Gos-

pels” (USCCB website). Somewhere in 

all these words inspired by the Holy 

Spirit—even before we hear the homily/

sermon!—God is speaking to us as a 

community and as individuals. Even if it’s 

a phrase, or just one word, God has 

something to say to you at every Mass. 

So, pray and be listening for that word 

which God has meant for you.
