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 The church is a sanctuary. Speaking literally, we 

gather in a holy place, set apart for the work of God. 

Speaking liturgically, when we gather as the people of 

God, we stand under a “hole in the heavens,” as  

theologian Gordon Lathrop put it, swept up into God’s 

own presence, and joined together with the saints of 

every time and place. Speaking prophetically, the church 

is a refuge, a place set apart, so that all people can find 

safety and welcome, no matter what dangers they face 

or what hardships they bear. 

 Last month, the ELCA Churchwide Assembly was held in Milwaukee, 

with leaders of the church from all over the country and world joining in  

worship and ministry. Among the many actions taken, one seems to have 

defined the work done that week, the designation of the Evangelical  

Lutheran Church in America as the first Sanctuary Church in the country, 

specifically naming our commitment to supporting immigrants and refugees 

in our communities and our country. It’s a prophetic statement, condemning 

the sins of nationalism and white supremacy. It’s a rallying cry to denounce 

the evils of our age, and to extend radical hospitality to the outsiders and 

newcomers among us. 

 It’s a statement of courage, that I hope we will aspire to carry out boldly. 

How we’ll live it out, either at Immanuel or across the ELCA, remains to be 

seen, but it’s a call to action that I hope we don’t ignore. If you’re curious 

about what being a Sanctuary Church could mean, or want to get more  

involved on issues of justice and advocacy, please let me know.

COUNCIL  HIGHLIGHTS 

At its August 20th meeting, the Congregation Council took the following actions:  

 Plans for the 120th Anniversary celebration are progressing, look for fliers with more info to appear. 

 Welcoming and Hospitality  is exploring ways to make are Drivers Program more user friendly.  First step 

is to be sure they have current directory information, in order to create neighbor hood  driving districts.  Look 
for more information. 

 Pastor Micah gave an update on this year's God's Work Our Hands.  It will be held September 9th at 

Hollis.  First Service will be at Immanuel at 8:15.  Second Service will be held at Hollis at 10:30.  There will be 
be service projects for all abilities and mobilities.    

 The Stewardship Committee is planning a ministry fair to be held November 3rd.  It will high light  
responsibilities and contributions of the various committees.  Come and find a new way to apply your talents 
and thank those who serve. 
 The Property Committee reported several issues needing attention.  Among the most pressing items 
are:  the A/C in the Oxford House is currently down; and the bathroom  outside the Gathering Space is out of 
order until a replacement toilet is in place.   
 
Complete minutes will be available upon request from the church office once approved by Council at their  
September meeting.

 Presiding Bishop Elizabeth Eaton was reelected for a second six-year term on the first ballot. 

 A Declaration of apology to our siblings of African descent, which was received by the African Descent 

Lutheran Association with thanks and a call for accountability and living into the words shared. 

 Approved resolution declaring the ELCA is a “sanctuary church body.” encouraging participation in the 

ELCA AMMPARO initiative for migrant children, discernment of care for our immigrant neighbors in our 

context, and the promise of forthcoming resources of this work. 

 Approved support for the World Council of Children’s Thursdays in Black, awareness movement for a 

world without rape and violence. 

 Voted to commemorate June 17 as a day of repentance, in honor and remembrance of the martyrdom of 

the Emanuel 9. 

 Approved a declaration for inter-religious commitment, reaffirming ecumenical and interfaith partnerships. 

 Approved the recommendations from a strategic taskforce which has been studying how to work toward 

authentic diversity in our church. 

 Adopted a new social statement, “Faith, Sexism, and Justice: a Lutheran Call to Action,” and its  

implementing resolutions. 

 Deacon Sue Rothmeyer was elected Churchwide Secretary, a full-time position which acts as executive 

administrator and leader on all constitutional matters and interpretation. 

 Constitutional change for Deacons (rostered ministers of word and service) to be ordained, from the  

previous practice of consecration. 

 Celebrated the milestones of 50 years of women’s ordination, 40 years since the first woman of color was 

ordained, and 10 years since full inclusion of LGBTQIA+ clergy. 

 

Our denomination, the ELCA, holds a 

churchwide assembly triennially  -  to  

worship, vote on matters of governance 

and policy, and to be church together for 

the sake of the world. This past week’s 

churchwide assembly was full of  

important votes and actions, the including: 
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 She said, softly, “Read the funeral liturgy and 

then you’ll know.” The response was to my  

question, “Tell me why you attend every funeral in 

the church. You come for members you don’t even 

know.” 

 This woman was relatively new to our  

congregation. I knew she was a lifelong Lutheran 

and had been educated at Lutheran schools.  

Afterwords, I did what she suggested and I realized 

that lifelong membership and education didn’t  

matter. The real answer was membership in the 

body of Christ and obeying the command to “love 

one another as I have loved you.” 

 If one ponders the words of the funeral liturgy, 

we hear three distinct sermons in just a few  

sentences. This does not count the sermon that the 

Pastor preaches. The funeral liturgy itself preaches 

the Gospel and places us in the flock of sheep 

called church. 

 One, when we are baptized, we are baptized 

into both Christ’s death and new life. Grief at the 

time of death is not automatically removed but  

ultimately, the words help diminish the fear of death. 

 Two, the words give thanks for giving to us the 

privilege of knowing and loving the person who has 

died. When we are members of a congregation, we 

are members of a particular body and whether or 

not we know someone personally, we are bound to 

them through Christ and therefore obliged to love 

and serve that person.  

 Finally, at the close of the church service, we 

commend the dead sister or brother into God’s 

hands. Part of the commendation in the ELW says, 

“Acknowledge, we humbly beseech thee, a sheep of 

your own fold, a lamb of your own flock, a sinner of 

your own redeeming. Receive him/her into the arms 

of your mercy, into the blessed rest of everlasting 

peace, and into the glorious company of the saints 

in light.” 

 These paragraphs will not persuade everyone to 

attend funerals, but it may encourage one to pray 

for the dying, the ones who have died and for those 

who grieve the loss. We may make a call or drop a 

note to the bereaved. Whatever we do or do not do, 

we might think more reverently about whose sheep 

we are and others in our flock.
