ORDINANCE PROHIBITING LIGHTING
OF NEIGHBORING PROPERTY

The Town Board for the Maple Lake Township, Wright County, Minnesota, hereby
ordains as follows:

Section 1. Regulation of Outdoor Lights. Any outdoor light or combination of lights
which cast light on residential property other than the property upon which said lights are
located shall not exceed four (4) foot candles (meter reading) as measured from the
neighboring property. The source of such lights shall be hooded or controlled in some
manner so as not to light neighboring property. Bare incandescent light bulbs shall not be
permitted in view of adjacent property.

Section 2. Penalty. Any person, firm or corporation violating any of the provisions of this
ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished
by a fine not to exceed One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) and/or by imprisonment not to
exceed ninety (90) days, or both.

Passed by the Town Board of the Maple Lake Township this 19" day of December,
2000.

This ordinance shall be effective upon passage and publication in the official Township
newspaper.
