WHAT DID JESUS COME TO TAKE AWAY?
And ye know that he was manifested fo take away our sins; and in him is no sin. 1 John
3:5

WHAT DID HE COME TO GIVE?
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. John 3:16

WHAT DID HE COME TO DESTROY?
He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this

purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.
1 John 3:8

WHOM DID HE COME TO DESTROY?
Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself
likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the
power of death, that is, the devil; Hebrews 2:14

ISN’T SATAN IMMORTAL?
Which in his times he shall show, who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of
kings, and Lord of lords;
Who only hath immortality, dwelling in the light which no man can approach unto;

whom no man hath seen, nor can see: to whom be honour and power everlasting.

And he [Jesus] said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. Luke
10:18

WHAT WAS HE DOING IN HEAVEN?

Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus
saith the Lord GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty.
Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the
sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the
emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes
was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created.

Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the
holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.
Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was
found in thee. Ezekiel 28:12-15

WHAT DID HE DO TO BE CAST OUT OF HEAVEN?
By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence,



and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God:
and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. Ezekiel
28:16

WHAT WAS HIS SIN?
How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down
to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!
For thou hast said in thine heart, 1 will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above
the stars [angels] of God: 1 will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides
of the north:
I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. Isaiah 14:12-

WHAT WAS THE RESULT OF SATAN’S REBELLION?
And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and
the dragon fought and his angels,
And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven.
And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which
deceiveth the whole world: ke was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out
with him. Revelation 12:7-9

WHOM DID HE DECEIVE WHEN CAST TO THE EARTH?
Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field which the LORD God had
made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree
of the garden?
And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the
garden:
But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall
not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. And the serpent said unto the woman,
Ye shall not surely die:
For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and
ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.

WHAT WILL EVENTUALLY HAPPEN TO SATAN?
Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by
reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that
they may behold thee.
Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity
of thy traffic; therefore will I bring forth a fire from the midst of thee, it shall devour
thee, and I will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all them that behold
thee.
All they that know thee among the people shall be astonished at thee: thou shalt be a
terror, and never shalt thou be any more. Ezekiel 28:17-19

HOW CAN WE WITHSTAND HIM UNTIL THAT DAY?
Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the
devil.

Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate
of righteousness;
And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace;
Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery
darts of the wicked.
And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God:
