c.  The commenter shall request permission to address the Board in writing on the         forms provided.
d.  Groups are encouraged to choose a spokesperson, as repetition of information        will be discouraged. 
e.  The commenter shall be limited to one opportunity to comment per topic.

f.   The commenter will not be allowed to allot time to another commenter.
g.  Items not on the agenda will not be discussed by the Governing Board, but will         be referred to the proper school administrator.

h.  The agenda closes at 10:00 a.m. the Wednesday prior to the Governing Board         meeting.
