Krisztina Csetvei was born near Szabadka in 1983
(Subotica, a Hungarian speaking town in Serbia) before
moving to Budapest with her family when she was a

child.

Krisztina studied marketing and management at the
Technical University in Hungary, and in 2006 as a practi-
cal training period she worked for the then brand new Bé-
res Winery in Tokaj. It was during this internship that
Krisztina first realized her love of wine, but was not quite
ready to make it her life’s work. After a 3-year detour in
the marketing department of a huge corporation and
postgraduate stint at university she had a 'coincidental’
encounter with a friend of her father’s, Laszlo Boni, own-
er of DiBonis Winery in Serbia. After tasting his spirits
and wines that familiar feeling of love of the world of
wine came back. The dreams and plans were followed by
action and in 2011 Csetvei Cellar was born with the reno-
vation of an old, traditional wine cellar in the town of Mor.
Now Krisztina is making a name for herself not just in
Hungary, but Europe as a whole for an unwavering com-
mitment to bringing the almost forgotten native varietals
of Mor and Somld back to the world.
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
