After a 3-year detour in the marketing department of a huge corporation and postgraduate stint at
university she had a ’coincidental’ encounter with a friend of her father’s, Laszl6 Boni, owner of
DiBonis Winery in Serbia. After tasting his spirits and wines that familiar feeling of love of the world of
wine came back. The dreams and plans were followed by action and in 2011 Csetvei Cellar was born
with the renovation of an old, traditional wine cellar in the town of Mér. Now Krisztina is making a
name for herself not just in Hungary, but Europe as a whole for an unwavering commitment to bringing
the almost forgotten native varietals of Mor and Somlé back to the world.
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
