Have you ever been to a ñTarry Meetingò? 

I attended my first Tarry meeting, near Lawton, Oklahoma; when 

I was a Marine assigned to the U.S. Army Field Artillery School at 

Fort Sill , in 1982 . Another Marine invited me to his church ,  out in 
town , one evening. The service started off in the way that I had 

come to expect from  mainstream Christian churches, back in the 

1980ôs. We sung a few hymns and opened in prayer, then 

everyone was invited to break up into small groups and to invite 

the Holy Spirit to come down upon us. People started to pray out 

loud, then they got a littl e louder, and then even louder still! 

Some bowed down to the ground, while others stood up with 

hands in the air. In the mixed Prayers and Praises, I could hear 

familiar phrases like ñGlory!ò, ñHallelujahò, and ñPraise You 
Jesusò, being repeated over and over again. I could also see that 

some folks seemed to be crying as they Praised God, all the while 

the intensity and the emotion increased! This was a very different 

worship service from anything I had ever experienced before. I 

felt very un -easy ; as I had  grown up in a conservative Lutheran 

church where we didnôt act that way at all! I was out of place; 

and I was the only unemotional person in a crowd out of about a 

hundred people! Then it just got plain weird for me ;  as almost 

everyone there began to ñBabble incoherentlyò! Suddenly, I 
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couldnôt understand anything that anyone was saying! Everyone 

there began to speak some kind of foreign language, all saying 

different things, and all at the same time! I thought to myself, 

this must be what it is like to eat  lunch , in the Food Court , at the 

United Nations  building!!!                                    www.onug.us  

I remember trying to act calm, cool, and collected, me being a 

Marine PFC and all; but I was convinced at the time, that 
everyone there must have taken some kind of hallucinogen drug ;  

they were all crazy! IT WAS SO CONFUSING, IT WAS CHAOS!   

I never went back to that church again (Acts 2:1 -13)! !!  

Let Us Now See How Some Churches Degenerated , Into 

The Crazed Tarry Meetings of Today ;  And Let Us Clear Up  

Some Of The Historical ñSpiritualò Confusion  of Yesterday :

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John Cotton was born in Derby, England, on 4 December 

1585 ( died: 23 December 1652); and was baptized 11 days 

later, at St. Alkmund's Church (NOTE: Jesus Christ , and  

The Church of God, NEVER B aptized clueless and ignorant 
infants; but rather ONLY demonstrably Repentant ADULTS , 

who had Studied The Word of God for qu ite some time ; 

BEFORE being ADDED to The Church of God  ( Acts 2:36 - 41  

/ 1 Timothy 5:21 - 22 ) !!!                                 www.onug.us   

John Cotton was a clergyman in England , and also in the 

American colonies ; he was considered the preeminent minister 

and theologian of the Massachusetts Bay Colony. He studied for 

five years at Trinity College , in Cambridge  (hence, by virtue of 

the name of the college, we can tell that watered down theology 

was taught there!) ; and another nine years at Emmanuel College, 

also in Cambridge. He had already built a reputation as a scholar 

and outstanding preacher , when he accept ed the position of 

Minister , at St. Botolph's Church, in Lincolnshire  (Boston),  in 

1612  A.D.   

As a ñPuritan ò of sorts (a term we will shortly d efine) , he wanted 

to do away with the ceremony and vestments associated with the 
established Church of England , and preach in a simpler manner. 

He felt that the English church needed significant reforms, but he 

was adamant about NOT  separating from it; his preference 

was to change it from within . Again, we can see some 

chinks in Cottonôs armor ( 2 Corinthians 6:14 - 18)!!!  

What was happening in England at this time?  

Many ministers were removed from their pulpits , during this 

period  in England , for their Puritan (Scriptural ONLY) practices, 

but Cotton thrived at St. Botolph's for nearly 20 years , becau se of 

supportive aldermen and lenient bishops, as well as his 

conciliatory and gentle demeanor  (Put another way, he 

was bending Scriptures that CANNOT be bent!!!  See 2 

Peter 3:1 - 1 8 ) . By 1632, however, the church authorities had 

greatly increased pressure on non -conforming  clergy  (or those 

who would NOT Compromise with The Word of God); and by then 

they were going after anyone in a pulpit that did not exactly 
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parrot ñtheirò TRADITIONAL religious views . Cotton , as loose as 

he was with ñSola Scriptureò; was finally forced into hiding !  The 

following year, he and his wife boarded a ship for New England.  

     

 

 

Martin Niemöller  (pictured above in 1952 A.D.) was a German 

Lutheran Pastor and Theologian born in  Lippstadt , Germany, in 

1892  A.D. Niemöller was an  anti -communist (or anti - socialist) 
and supported  Adolf Hitlerôs rise to power at first. But when Hitler 

insisted on the supremacy of the state over religion, Niemöller 

became disillusioned. He became the leader of a group of German 

clergym en opposed to Hitler. In 1937 he was arrested and 

eventually confined in  Sachsenhausen and Dachau. He was 

released in 1945  A.D. by the  Allies. He continued his career in 

Germany as a clergyman , and as a leading voice of penance and 

reconciliation for the G erman people , after  World War II.
