A Brief History of Southeast San Diego Women, Inc.
During the mid-sixties, a time of turbulence and social change in America, Women Incorporated, a civic organization - became a reality. The founder and first President, Mrs. Ruth Green, then a social worker and civic activist, envisioned the needs of Southeastern San Diego to be given assistance by an organized group of civic-minded Black Women. In April 1965, Women Inc. was born. Black Women who were involved in civic, educational, fraternal, and religious organizations came together as the charter members of Women, Inc.  
The original purpose of Women Inc. was to give financial support to selected community organizations and to provide recognition and encouragement to women for volunteer service in the Southeastern San Diego community. In the mid-seventies, the focus on the achievement of high school seniors expanded through the awarding of scholarships.  More recently, select men have been recognized for their volunteerism in the Southeastern San Diego community.  
Since the inception of Women, Inc., more than two hundred and fifty adults and students have been encouraged to continue their volunteer service and scholastic achievement.  
The members of Women Inc. will continue to be dedicated to the purpose and ideals of the organization. We hope that you will become the recipient of a select few who are acknowledged and supported by Women Inc.
