         14 October 1918                      Ma-
rine flyers, 2nd Lieutenant Ralph Talbot and Gunnery 
Sergeant Robert G. Robinson, win Medals of Honor.  

           16 October 1820                            
Lieutenant Colonel Anthony Gale, 4th Commandant of 
the Marine Corps, having been found guilty of habitual 
drunkenness and conduct unbecoming an officer and a 
gentleman by a General Court Martial, was dismissed 
from the Marine Corps.
