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WASHINGTON — Gulf War illness, a debilitating medical condition linked to military ser-

vice, has received formal recognition as a legitimate illness after more than three decades 

of reports by veterans about unexplained symptoms they developed during active duty in 

the Persian Gulf.  

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has announced a medical diagnostic code 

for Gulf War illness that will enable doctors and scientists to more effectively track, docu-

ment and treat the cluster of symptoms reported by tens of thousands of veterans who 

served in the early 1990s.  

The new diagnostic code — which became effective Oct. 1 — is part of a standardized sys-

tem doctors use to identify diseases and medical conditions. The National Center for 

Health Statistics at CDC is responsible for modifications to those codes.  

“Veterans have been told it was in their heads. The medical establishment cannot do this 

anymore with this [medical diagnostic] code. This is an official illness,” said Ronald Brown, 

an Army veteran and toxic wounds specialist. 

The lack of a formal medical diagnosis for Gulf War illness until now meant doctors and 

researchers were unable to easily identify and treat veterans with the condition “inside 

and outside the VA health care system,” according to Veterans for Common Sense, a non-

profit advocacy group.  

The medically unexplained symptoms include chronic fatigue, breathing problems, joint 

pain, skin rashes, digestive disorders and memory loss that may worsen over time, accord-

ing to the Department of Veterans Affairs.  

The VA instead assigned other diagnoses — such as chronic fatigue syndrome, fibromyal-

gia and “undiagnosed illnesses” — to the ailments many Gulf War veterans experienced.  

Gulf War illness continues to affect up to a third of the 700,000 troops deployed during 

Operation Desert Shield and Operation Desert Storm more than 30 years ago, according to 

VA.

“This validation is crucial for veterans who have long struggled to have their symp-

toms acknowledged and taken seriously,” said Tom Burke, president of the organiza-

tion, which works to advance policies to benefit all veterans.  

The new diagnostic code enables doctors to identify patients through medical record 

searches rather than through social media and by word of mouth, said Nancy Klimas, a 

professor and physician who leads the Gulf War illness Clinical Trials and Interven-

tions Consortia at Nova Southeastern University in Florida.  

“This is more than just a code. This is long-overdue validation for the suffering of the 

quarter-million afflicted veterans — and a formal acknowledgment that their illness is 

real, physical and service-related,” said Beatrice Golomb, a physician and researcher at 

University of California San Diego School of Medicine.

U.S. Amphibious Landing Exercise Underway In Puerto Rico As 
Tensions With Venezuela Mount

As the U.S. deploys an armada of ships and aircraft to the southern Caribbean, at least partly aimed at Venezuelan dic-
tator Nicolas Maduro, the U.S. Navy and Marines are conducting an amphibious landing training exercise in southern 
Puerto Rico. While the U.S. Marine Corps does not make any mention of Maduro or Venezuela in its media release 
about the exercise, the move comes as tensions are mounting between Washington and Caracas over the flow of illegal 
narcotics. The Trump administration considers Maduro a “narco-terrorist” and has raised the award for his arrest to $50 
million. You can catch up with our most recent reporting on the Caribbean deployments here. 

Meanwhile, the U.S. carried out a lethal strike in the southern Caribbean against a drug vessel that departed from Vene-
zuela and was operated by a designated narco-terrorist organization, U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio said on X 
this afternoon, following comments made by U.S. President Donald Trump. Striking this vessel points to a new kinetic 
angle to this effort, a major escalation.  

 
 
 

In the Caribbean  
 
The Iwo Jima Amphibious Ready Group is op-
erating in the Caribbean. Amphibious assault 
ship USS Iwo Jima (LHD-7) left Naval Station 
Norfolk, Va., last week.  
 
The Amphibious Ready Group includes 
USS Fort Lauderdale (LPD-28), USS San An-
tonio (LPD-17), and the 22nd Marine Expedi-
tionary Unit based in Camp Lejeune and Ma-
rine Corps Air Base New River. The 22nd 
MEU consists of Marine Medium Tiltrotor 
Squadron 263 (Reinforced), Combat Logistics 
Battalion 26 and the Battalion Landing Team, 
3rd Battalion, 6th Marine Regiment. 

There are two U.S. Navy guided-missile de-
stroyers operating in the Caribbean. 

• USS Jason Dunham (DDG-109), homeported at Naval Station Mayport, Fla. 

• USS Gravely (DDG-107), homeported at Naval Station Norfolk, Va. 

Guided-missile cruiser USS Lake Erie (CG-70) is also operating in the Caribbean. Lake Erie was spotted transiting the 
Panama Canal northward on Friday and is operating in U.S. Southern Command area of operations. Lake Erie is 
homeported at Naval Base San Diego, Calif.

In the last edition of the newsletter, I wrote to you about filing 
claims with the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs and how 
the DVMF Benefits Specialists will assist you.  For many of 
you, this will be helping you with filing your initial claim to the 
VA. 

However for others, you may have been awarded compensa-
tion when you were discharged from the military 20+ years 
ago.  Over time, that knee injury or your hearing loss may 

have become worse.  The DVMF Benefits Specialists are also able to assist you if you 
want to file for an increase of your current rating or file for a condition that you forgot to 
include in your initial filing. 

In FY 25, our agency helped veterans and dependents file over 5,500 claims to the 
U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (USDVA). Of the disability compensation claims 
filed for veterans, 41% were initial claims and 59% were subsequent claims to include 
claims for increases to disability compensation. 

I was very pleased to join Lt. Governor Aruna Miller and MVA Administrator Chrissy 
Nizer as we cut the ribbon on the newest location for the DVMF Benefits Program lo-
cated in Annapolis MVA Service Center.  Please contact any of the DVMF Service & 
Benefits offices to schedule an appointment. We stand ready to assist you.

WASHINGTON — The Republican chairmen of the House and Senate Veterans’ Affairs committees said 
they will push for passage of legislation to expand veterans’ access to private medical care outside the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs when Congress reconvenes next month.  

The Veterans’ Assuring Critical Care Expansions to Support Servicemembers Act — also known as the 
ACCESS Act — would enable patients for the first time to schedule their own appointments through online 
portals, track their referrals for private community-based care and manage appeals when non-VA care is 
denied.  

Supporters of the bill have said the changes will speed up the VA’s process for determining whether veter-
ans can see private doctors in their communities in lieu of extended wait times or traveling a long distance 
to obtain the same care at a VA hospital or clinic.  

The ACCESS Act is sponsored by Sen. Jerry Moran, R-Kan., chairman of the Senate Veterans’ Affairs 
Committee, and Rep. Mike Bost, R-Ill., chairman of the House Veterans’ Affairs Committee. Final votes are 
pending in the House and Senate after the bill advanced from veterans’ affairs committees in both cham-
bers at the end of July.  

“Community care is VA care. This bill would not privatize VA,” Bost said in response to criticism from some 
Democratic lawmakers that strengthening coverage for veterans’ private medical services will erode de-
mand and services within the VA care network. 

VA spending on private care has doubled in five years — from $17.6 billion in 2021 to $34 billion slated for 
2026, according to VA figures.  

The ACCESS Act would require the VA to inform veterans of their option for private care from clinicians 
registered with the VA system. Veterans are entitled to seek private medical care when the same treatment 
is not readily available close to home.  

“Veterans repeatedly tell us, ‘I heard about community care months after trying to get an appointment.’ Or 
worse, ‘I never knew.’ The stories go on. Veterans are either delayed care or left without care,” Bost said.  

The legislation also requires the VA to provide clear explanations if referrals — or pre-approvals — from a 
VA doctor are denied. Without pre-authorization, VA will not approve or pay for the non-VA community 
care. Exceptions are made for urgent care and emergency situations, the VA said.

Growing demand for service dogs unleashes con-
gressional effort to fund their training, placement with

WASHINGTON — Hank Ford, a 54-year-old Army and Marine Corps veteran, was dozing one morning in February 
after his wife left for work, when his service dog, Tommy, started barking and pawing his chest to wake up — some-
thing he had never done before.  
 
Ford, a retired staff sergeant who 
served in the military for 20 years, 
said he got up thinking the Labrador 
retriever wanted to go outside. But 
Tommy instead kept barking and 
jumping up to paw his chest.  
 
Ford said he felt dizzy and realized 
his heart was racing. He took his 
blood pressure, saw his “heart rate 
was out of control” and rushed to a 
local hospital. Doctors said he had 
atrial fibrillation, which causes the 
heart rhythm to spike, and was at 
imminent risk of a stroke.  
 
Ford underwent an emergency pro-
cedure to shock his heart back to a 
normal rhythm and credits Tommy 
for alerting him to the life-
threatening problem. 
 
Legislation pending in Congress 
called the Service Dogs Assisting Veterans Act, or SAVES Act, would award $10 million annually in funding to help 
nonprofits meet a growing demand by disabled veterans for service dogs, supporters contend.  
 
The legislation would authorize the Department of Veterans Affairs for the first time to award grants to nonprofits to 
train and place service dogs at no cost to disabled veterans. Nonprofits that specialize in breeding and training service 
dogs now largely rely on donations to cover costs that can reach $50,000 per dog, lawmakers said. 
 
“The Service Dogs Assisting Veterans Act will ensure more veterans have access to highly trained service dogs, ex-
panding support beyond [post-traumatic stress disorder] to include those suffering from traumatic brain injuries, paral-
ysis, military sexual trauma and other service-related conditions. This is about giving our heroes the tools they need to 
thrive, not just survive, when they come home,” said Rep. Morgan Luttrell, R-Texas, a Navy veteran who led the 
House version of the bill.
