Florida and 

North Carolina joined five other states that have now 

passed legislation calling for use of HBOT use with vet-

erans: Oklahoma, Texas, Indiana, Kentucky and Arizo-

na. Legislation is pending in several other States. 

Duane Pohlman, Investigative Reporter out of Cincinat-

ti’s WKRC, will complete the third part of his multi-part 

series on Super Bowl Sunday. https:local12.com/news/

investigates/dying-for-a-cure. One of the Subjects of the 

video is now-retired former Marine Sgt.Maj. Simon 

leMay. He is the first USMC Wounded Warrior out of 

the Wounded Warrior Battalion East, Camp Lejeune. 

His success was phenomenal and he is now a spokes-

man for the use of HBOT for TBI/PTSD/Concussion. 

We can be justifiably proud of the part that our Detach-

ment played in facilitating Sgt. leMay’s recovery. In the 

coming year we must continue to work to end the sui-

cide epidemic that is taking the lives of far too many of 

our fellow veterans.
