4 January 1991
Marine helicopters evacuate 281 people from U.S.
Embassy in Mogadishu, Somalia.

7 January 1969
Medal of Honor awarded posthumously to 1st Ma-
rine Division Chaplain,Lt. V.R. Capodanno, U.S. Na-
vy, who was killed in action in Quang Tin
Province, Vietham on 4 September 1967.

8 January 1915
Marines, with Andrew Jackson's help, repulsed Brit-
ish forces at New Orleans.

9 January 2002
All seven Marine crewmen were killed when their KC
-130R crashed near a forward operating base at
Shamsi, Pakistan. Enemy ground fire was not sus-
pected in the crash. These Marines of VMGR-352
were the first to die in the war on terrorism.

10 January 1995
2,600 U.S. Marines deployed to Somali (Operation
United Shield) to assist in the final withdrawal of UN
peace-keeping troops from Somalia.

18 January 1951
Marines of the 1st Marine Division begin mop-up op-
erations against guerrillas in the Pohang, South Ko-
rea region, following their epic battle with Com-
munist Chinese troops at the Chosin (Changjin Res-
ervoir.

20 January 1968
The second battle for Khe Sanh began when Ma-
rines from the 3rd Battalion, 26th Marines attacked a
North Vietnamese battalion between Hill 881 South
and Hill 881 North.

22 January 1969
Operation Dewey Canyon began with the airlift of
the 9th Marines and supporting artillery into the A
Shau/Da Krong Valleys.

25 January 1856
Marines and seamen from the U.S.S. Decatur went
ashore at the village of Seattle, Washington, to pro-
tect settlers from Indian raids.

Young Veterans Experience Higher
Suicide Rate

Veterans ages 18 to 34 experience a higher
rate of suicide than all other age brackets of Veter-
ans. The suicide rate for young Veterans increased
by 76% from 2005 to 2017, according to the Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs' 2020 National Veteran Sui-
cide Prevention Annual Report. A growing number of
these Veterans never experienced combat. In 2017,
President Donald Trump signed a bill that created
the Recovery Engagement and Coordination for
Health - Veterans Enhanced Treatment (REACH
VET) program, which expands mental health re-
sources for Veterans. The program screens all ser-
vice members prior to leaving the military to help VA
identify at-risk service members.

Nonprofit organizations and the VA are also
collaborating to create a resource network to provide
mental health services before and after service
members leave the military. The FRA supports im-
provements and monitors the implementation of the
VA and DoD suicide prevention programs that re-
duce the rate of suicide among Veterans and active-
duty service members.
