3,069 counties, parishes, and boroughs to join Opera-
tion Green Light and show support for veterans 
by lighting our buildings green from November 7 
to November 13. By shining a green light, county gov-
ernments and our residents will let veterans know that 
they are seen, appreciated and supported. 

Operation Green Light provides educational opportunities for governments, businesses and in-
dividuals to learn more about military culture, suicide prevention, and things veterans want us 
to know about their service and their transition from military to civilian culture.  Marylandôs 
participation in the VA/SAMHSA Governorôs Challenge to Prevent Suicide Among Service 
Members, Veterans, and Families provides the forum in which to do so.  Visit the Governorôs 
Challenge Psych Armor Training Portal to complete free training on a variety of subjects relat-
ed to the military and veteran culture, women veterans, and suicide prevention. 

MDVA is collaborating with the NACo, Maryland Association of Counties (MACo), Maryland 
Municipal League (MML) and County Veterans Affairs Commissions on Operation Green Light 
and this November, we hope to see Maryland illuminated in green.

COLA Increase for Veterans and Survivors: 

The president signed H.R. 7846, Veterans' Compensation Cost-of-Living Adjustment Act of 
2022 into law. Certain VA benefits including disability compensation, clothing allowances, 
and dependency and indemnity compensation for survivors will receive the same cost-of-
living adjustment as Social Security benefits. The announced increase is to be 8.7 percent, 
which is higher than in recent years to account for inflation. The adjustment will go into effect 
on Dec. 1, 2022, and the first checks to reflect the new rate will be on Dec. 31, 2022.  

TRICARE Network Pharmacy Changes Coming Soon:  

TRICARE has announced that on Oct. 24, 2022, thousands of 
community pharmacies will leave the network. Express Scripts is 
the TRICARE pharmacy contractor with oversight of home deliv-
ery, military pharmacy, and civilian contract facilities. Walmart 
and Samôs Club pharmacies are among those impacted by this 
change. It is recommended that you contact your pharmacy to see if it will remain in network 
or find a participating pharmacy near you.  

October is Domestic Violence Awareness Month:  

According to VA, one in ten men and one in four women encounter Intimate Partner Violence 
(IPV). Research shows veterans may be twice as likely to experience this than their civilian 
counterparts. VA recognizes that IPV and suicide share risk factors, and the occurrence of one 
increasingly impacts the other. VAôs Intimate Partner Violence Assistance Program offers a 
network of VA and community services to provide education, assessment, intervention, and re-
sources.

Marine Corps Reserve celebrates 
75 years of Toys for Tots

This holiday season, the Marine Corps 

Reserve is marking the 75th anniver-

sary of its renowned Toys for Tots pro-

gram. 

The national initiative, which began in 

1947, collects and distributes toys for 

children whose families may not have the means to buy them gifts for Christmas. 

ñThe impact that Toys for Tots has on families is that theyôre facing many economic is-

sues right now, they have to choose between putting food on the table, paying their bills 

or getting a gift for their children,ò Sgt. Robert Bacchus recently said in a Marine Forces 

Reserve video. 

ñWe have the opportunity to take some of that burden off of their shoulder[s].ò 

Marine Corps reservist Maj. Bill Hendricks and his wife Diane collected around 5,000 
toys when the couple started the campaign over seven decades ago, according to 
the initiativeôs website. But from its humble origins of gifting handcrafted dolls made by 
Diane, the program has grown exponentially to support more than 281 million children 
in need. 
 
Last year, Toys for Tots handed out roughly 19 million toys across every state and U.S. 

territory, according to Marine Forces Reserve spokesman Lt. Col. Craig Thomas, and 

this season, theyôre on track to reach upwards of 20 million gifts. 

Of these contributions, some will go to the children of Afghan refugees who have been 

granted asylum in the U.S. following the chaotic evacuation from their homeland.
