Adding road capacity to Highway 401 is not a solution; its impact will be to encourage driving and to increase congestion on local roads.The 401RT Express should be recognized as inevitable and urgent.  The 401RT Express's seamless length, speed of service, connectivity, and high visibility will make it a success.
