 To commemorate this 
momentous anniversary, the 
church hosted the Church of 
the Nazarene North Central 
Ohio District’s Superinten-
dent as well as two of the 
previous pastors and one 
late pastor’s wife.

 One of the general Su-
perintendents of the Church 
of the Nazarene was the 
guest pastor for the day as 
well. Following the service 
was a dinner where attend-
ees received a leather or-
nament with ‘1983-2023’ 
printed on them.
 On October 22 , the 
church will again host a 
crowd as they team up with 
other area churches for a 
family day of bounce hous-
es, face painting, hot dogs 
and more!
 Pastor Heath said that 
she is looking forward to 
seeing what the next years 
hold in store for her and the 
rest of her congregation.

 !e mood was lively in Central Park in Loudonville on 
!ursday, September 14 as the Mohican Area Community 
Fund (MACF) partnered with Matt Young and Music in the 
Park program to kick o$ the 2024 fundraising campaign. !e 
community gathered to sample the fare of four food trucks in-
cluding Chuy’s Tacos, City Sips, MJ & Lemon; Menches Burgers 
and to hear all about the plans that MACF has for the year.
 MACF has been serving the Loudonville community for 
the last 49 years and has provided support to more than 50 non-
pro"t organizations and groups in the area.
 !ursday evening, the president of MACF, Jane Stoops, 
announced their 2023 campaign goal of $90,000. She stated 
that over 93 percent of the money raised would go to helping 
32 community organizations. Stoops went on to say that this 
large goal will be met in multiple ways. First, MACF o%en runs 
restaurant fundraisers where restaurants will give them a por-
tion of the pro"ts from a speci"c day and/or time. !ese are 
advertised on the Fund’s Facebook page. Donation letters are 
also sent to previous corporate sponsors and individual donors 
to encourage them to donate again.
 Penny drives are run through various businesses and in the 
local schools to raise money and "nally, and they partner with 
United Way and gain funds through that partnership.
 Following this introduction, Stoops introduced represen-
tatives of four di$erent organizations that received funding 
from MACF this past year.
 First up was Darla Stitzlein of the Loudonville Pickleball 
Organization. A relatively new organization, the Pickleball Or-
ganization received a $10,000 grant this past year that will help 
to build three new pickleball courts and to refurbish two courts.
 Next, Susie Piskur of the Loudonville Church Women 
(LCW) took to the mic to thank MACF for their $7,000 dona-
tion. !e LCW serves the community in many ways but much 
of their service is done through !e Store, a clothing ministry 
that provides clothing and small household items for the whole 
family.
 !en, Rhonda Close came up as the representative for 
Bikes for Kids. !is organization provides free bikes as well as 
helmets to kids of all ages upon completion of an application. 
!ey also do bike safety days at the local elementary schools. Al-

though Close didn’t name a monetary amount given by MACF, 
she did state that the money went towards bike parts to repair 
and improve the donated bikes and to purchasing the helmets 
which they buy brand new for about $10 each. Last year, Bikes 
for Kids gave away 74 bikes, two tricycles and one balance bike 
and 77 helmets.
 Finally, John Stoops, husband of MACF president Jane 
Stoops, spoke about his organization, Redbird Resilient. In 
its sixth year, this organization exists for the sole purpose of 
strengthening the Loudonville Community. Its members work 
to understand how trauma, 
mostly due to drugs and alco-
hol, is a$ecting the area. John 
Stoops did not mention a mon-
etary amount donated to his 
organization either.
 A%er everyone had spoken 
about just some of the ways in 
which MACF has given back 

to the community in the last year, they turned the mic (and the 
stage) over to the Steve Brown Band. Led by Steve Brown, who 
worked in the education "eld for his entire working life, includ-
ing several years in the Loudonville-Perrysville Schools, "rst as 
band director and later as an administrator, the Steve Brown 
Band played a mixture of smooth jazz, old time rock and roll, 
and music by the late Jimmy Bu$et.
 Families and community members continued to mingle 
with children dancing all around them until the music came to 
an end.
