Dog Health: Bloat

Bloat or stomach distension is seen most commonly in larger breed dogs with
deep chests (Doberman Pincers, Great Danes, German Shepherds). All dogs can
be affected, even smaller breeds.

Usually distension of the stomach occurs when the dog eats or overeats, along
with drinking a large volume of water. The resulting entrapment of food, water,
and gas in the stomach makes it difficult to empty itself. If the stomach should
rotate or twist while distended, this is an emergency.

Twisting of the stomach can occur if the dog exercises soon after eating and
drinking. Whether the stomach is twisted or not, distension of the abdomen is
commonly seen, along with vomiting, or attempts to vomit (dry heaves).

Diagnosis is made by physical examination and X-rays; blood tests are helpful in
determining general overall health of the animal, and are useful if surgery is
necessary to correct the condition.

Treatment is geared towards decompressing (or emptying) the stomach of its
contents. Often times a tube is passed from the mouth to the stomach to
accomplish this. Long standing cases may have electrolyte imbalances (sodium,
potassium, chloride) which need to be corrected. Some cases may even have
heart arrhythmias (irregular heart beats), which may require treatment. If the
stomach is twisted, surgery is usually necessary to de-rotate the stomach, and
place it back into its normal position.

Outcome of this condition, depends largely upon the length of time the stomach
had been twisted, and the accompanying complications (arrhythmias,
electrolyte imbalances etc.). If the twist has been 12 hours or more, there is
concern with tissue death where the twist in the stomach has occurred. Severe
heart arrhythmias, electrolyte imbalances, tissue death, and release of toxic
materials (stagnant substances within the twisted portion of the blood vessels)
into the blood stream after de-rotation, are all life threatening conditions. If
these conditions are not reversed, death of the patient is likely to occur.

Once the patient's condition is stabilized, and surgery has corrected the
positioning of the stomach, recovery is generally uneventful. Afterwards, small
amounts of food offered frequently throughout the day, along with restricted
water intake is recommended to avoid stomach distension or bloat from
re-occurring. Twisting of the stomach after surgical correction however, is
unlikely to occur.

Holiday Safety for Your Dog
Keep your Dog Safe for the Holidays

The holidays are all about family, friends, fun and food - but sometimes it's easy to forget
about holiday safety for your dog. We all want our dogs to be part of the celebration, but
there are some important guidelines to follow. Keep your dog safe this holiday season - no
one wants their holiday celebration to end up at the veterinary emergency clinic!

No table scraps! Just because we humans like to indulge in the feast does not
mean it is good for our dogs. Rich, fatty foods can seriously upset your dog's stomach and
even be toxic. It is especially important to keep your dog away from the following danger-
ous foods:

o Onions, which can cause anaemia (high levels of garlic can, too)
° Grapes and Raisins

° Chocolate

° Cooked bones

° Alcoholic beverages

o Any foods high in fat, sodium and/or sugar

There are some human foods that are okay for dogs, so if you want to give Max or Maggie
a special treat you have some options. Try a small piece of cooked turkey or chicken with-
out skin or bones (and hold the gravy). Raw carrots and apples in moderate amounts are
actually healthy for dogs. Just remember - everything in moderation.

Watch the holiday decorations! Most dogs are curious by nature, so they will want
to check out any additions to the decor. Sniffing can lead to chewing, or even ingestion of
foreign objects. Keep electrical cords tucked away and other decorations or holiday plants
out of reach. Watch out for dangling objects that can be pulled down and cause injury.
Candles should never be left unattended. Also, if you have a Christmas tree, don't let your
dog drink the tree water - it can make her sick.

Don't let your dog get lost in the shuffle. Holiday parties and gatherings can mean
lots of commotion. This might be fun for you, but not for your dog. Lots of people in your
home can result in injury or stress for your dog. A large crowd is not the place for most
dogs, so consider keeping her in a crate or quiet room - especially if she is the nervous
type. If she is comfortable around a smaller group, just make sure you set down the
ground rules with your company: don't feed the dog and keep the doors closed! Many
pets get loose and run off during the holiday season. Though your dog should always wear
a collar with current identification, this is especially important during the holiday season.

General Club Rules

Dogs are not allowed in Clubrooms.
Bitches in season are not allowed on Club grounds.
Dogs may not be off lead unless permitted by an Instructor.

Dogs and handlers must not use equipment without permission of In-
structors.

All incidents of dog attacks (provoked or unprovoked) must be re-
ported immediately to the Head Instructor who will act accordingly.
The incident must be recorded in the Incident Report book in the Of-
fice. An appeal to the decision made by the Head Instructor may be
made in writing to the Club Secretary and the incident discussed at the
next Committee meeting.

Children under 10 years of age must be supervised by an appropriate
adult at all times on Club grounds.

If your dog fouls the Club grounds you must clean up the deposit im-
mediately. Poo bags are provided on the grounds. If your dog urinates
on a Club building or structure, you rinse it off with water. Containers
for water can be provided upon request if none are available.

Smoking is not permitted in class or in Club buildings.
No alcoholic drinks are permitted in class or in Club buildings.

If you arrive late, do not enter your class. Wait until the instructor indi-
cates that you may join.

Members must wear sensible shoes — no thongs or bare feet.

Any member not in class may not exercise their dog in the vicinity of
classes in progress.

Please keep dogs well apart to avoid confrontations.
All handlers and dogs participate at their own risk.

Abusive or foul language is not tolerated on Club grounds.

A current vaccination certificate must be presented upon joining or
attending a complimentary lesson. It must also be presented when
renewing an existing membership.

Dogs carrying a contagious disease may not attend training until they
are officially cleared in writing by a qualified vet.

Your membership badge must be worn in class. Replacement or
“| forgot” badges are available from the office.

There will be no training for Obedience if the Saturday night forecast
for Sunday is 32°C or over for the Elizabeth area.

There will be no training for non-triallers in Agility if the Thursday night
forecast for Friday is 32°C or over for the Elizabeth area.

There will be no training for beginners in Flyball if the Sunday night
forecast for Monday is 32°C or over for the Elizabeth area.

Any class may be cancelled due to stormy or inclement weather at the
discretion of the Head Instructor(s).

Sun protection is encouraged for you and your dog.

All injuries must be reported and recorded.

Class instructors, in consultation with the discipline Head Instructor,
reserve the right to send a dog back to a lower class if it is to the
advantage of the dog and/or handler.

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Dog / Handler Etiquette

Always pick up faeces after your dog has defecated and place in the
bins provided.

When approaching another dog, ask the permission of the owner if it is
okay to approach. Do not assume that every dog wants to be
approached by unknown dogs or people.

After being given the okay to approach an unknown dog, approach
calmly and do not allow your dog to rush at them. Keep the leash short
enough, but not tight, to pull your dog back quickly if there is a problem.

If your dog wants a drink, do not allow them to interrupt another dog
while they are drinking. Wait until they have finished, then allow your
dog to drink.

Do not approach dogs that are tethered and unsupervised.
Do not take your dog off lead, unless directed by an instructor.

Supervise your children around dogs and always ask permission of the
owner before allowing children to pat unknown dogs.

Ensure your dog does not become entangled with other dogs’ leads.
Always allow space between you and your dog and other dogs and
handlers. Be aware of your environment at all times.

If your dog urinates on any club buildings, get some water and wash the
area.

Listen to and observe all instruction from club officials and instructors.
