An appeal to the decision made by the Head   In-

structor may be made in wri0ng to the Club Secretary and the   inci-

dent discussed at the next Commi ee mee0ng. 

6. Children under 10 must be supervised by an adult at all 0mes on the 

Club grounds. 

7. If your dog fouls on the Club grounds you must clean up the deposit 

immediately. Poo bags are provided on the grounds. If your dog  uri-

nates on a Club building or structure, you rinse it off with water.                   

8. Smoking is not permi ed in class or in Club buildings. 

9. No alcoholic drinks are permi ed in class or in Club buildings. 

10. If you arrive late, do not enter your class. Wait un0l the instructor 

indicates that you may join. 

11. Members must wear sensible shoes – no thongs or bare feet. 



 

3  12. Any member not in class may not exercise their dog in the vicinity 

 of classes in  progress. 

13. Please keep dogs well apart to avoid confronta0ons. 

14. All handlers and dogs par0cipate at their own risk. 

15. A current vaccina0on cer0ficate must be presented upon joining 

or a ending a  complimentary class. It must also be presented 

when  renewing an exis0ng membership.  

16. Dogs carrying a contagious disease may not a end un0l they are 

cleared in wri0ng by a  qualified vet.  

17. Abusive or foul language is not tolerated on Club grounds. 

18. Your membership badge must be worn in class. “I forgot” badges 

are available from the office.  

19. There will be no training for Obedience if the Saturday night       

forecast for Sunday is 32°C or over for the Elizabeth area.  

20. There will be no training for non-trialers in Agility if the Thursday 

night forecast for Friday is 32°C + for the Elizabeth area. There will 

be no training for non-trialers in Agility if the Thursday night     

forecast for Friday is 32°C + for the Elizabeth area.  

21. There will be no training for beginners in Flyball if the Sunday night 

forecast for  Monday is 32°C + for the Elizabeth area.  

22. Any class may be cancelled due to stormy or inclement weather at 

the discre0on of the Head  Instructor (s). 

23. Sun protec0on is encouraged for you and your dog. 

24. All injuries must be reported and recorded. 

25. Class instructors in consulta0on with the discipline Head             

Instructor, reserve the right to send a dog back to a lower class if it 

is to the advantage of the dog and/or  handler.

Oh well, I’d 

made my commitment so we sol-

diered on. Then Rally O was intro-

Can dogs get sunburned? 

If you’re planning beach trips and outdoor ac0vi0es with your dogs this sum-

mer, make sure to protect them from the harsh UV rays of the sun. Just like 

humans, canines are suscep0ble to painful burns and poten0al skin cancer. 

Keep your dog safe with these 0ps. 

Which dogs get sunburned? 

Some dogs are more suscep0ble to geNng burned by the sun. White dogs, for 

instance, tend to have fair skin underneath their fur — and a greater poten0al 

for sun damage. Dogs with naturally thin hair, and especially the hairless breeds 

are also at risk for sunburn and skin cancer. All canines, regardless of the thick-

ness of their coats, have vulnerable areas of the body with less fur or none at 

all. The belly and the ears have delicate skin, and even a dog’s nose can become 

dried out and sore. 

Watch out for paws on hot roads and paths 

As well as sunburn, hot roads and paths are also something important to con-

sider during summer as paws can get burnt. If it's too hot for your own feet 

then it's too hot for your dog. Avoid going for walks during the middle of hot 

days and make sure to test the temperature of the paths you are walking on. 

Take precau0ons to walk in the shade or carry your dog if you need to cross hot 

paths and roads. 

Preven5on 

Shade 

Some well-inten0oned pet owners shave their dogs in an effort to keep them 

cool in the summer, but doing so exposes “virgin” skin to the sun.  A be er 

cooling tac0c is to always provide shade—a big umbrella at the beach, a shady 

tree at a park, a roof for your backyard pa0o, or a sun-block top for an outdoor 

kennel. Your dog will ins0nc0vely seek shelter from the sun when the rays be-

come too intense. 
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Walk your dog early in the morning or later in the evening to avoid the ho est 

part of the day. Not only will this prevent your dog’s skin burning in the sun’s 

hot rays, but paths and roads will be cooler and prevent burns to your pup’s 

delicate paws. 

Slip-Slop-Slap 

It is important that you use a pet-friendly sunscreen to prevent poten0al harm 

caused by licking and inges0on. Our animal hospitals stock effec0ve sunscreens 

which are formulated especially for dogs. Apply sunblock to the 0ps of the ears, 

nose, belly, and groin areas.  There are also a number of sun hats available for 

dogs, however some dogs may not tolerate these and will become distressed. 

diagnosis 

Signs of dog sunburn 

Just like people who get too much sun, dogs also get red skin that is tender to 

the touch. The most suscep0ble areas—the nose, ears and tummy—are likely 

to show overexposure before fur-covered areas. Look for dry, cracked skin and 

curling at the edges of the ears. Other signs of doggy sunburn are constant 

scratching in tender places accompanied by a whimper, and shrinking away 

when you try to pet him/her. If sunburn is severe, your dog may even get a 

slight fever. 

treatment 

If you suspect your pet has a sunburn, veterinary care is recommended. Dogs 

do not burn as easily as people, so more damage has occurred to the skin than 

you may be able to ini0ally see.  

Treatment of sunburn is based on the severity of the burn. AOer diagnosis and 

ini0al treatment, daily treatment with wound cleaning and topical medica0on 

may be necessary.
