Notes

Each round will feature 1 (approx 1 hr) race. Standard 30
minute open practice. Ovals will use 'Hero Lap' qualifiers
and road courses will have a standard 4 lap session. All
race conditions will be set by the local track conditions. In
the events with *replacement* tracks, the local track
conditions will be set by the original locations. We have wet
tires, bring your umbrellas! If it ain't rainin', we ain't train...
er, racin'!

As tracks are recycled often, tire compounds will be
"allocated" for each race. Tire wear settings will vary based
on tire allocation. All oval races will be designed 2 stop
races. Each stop corresponding to a competition caution. All
road races will be designed 2 stop races, with only 1
non-corresponding competiton caution. Points will be
allocated via finishing positions, with the winner receiving 10
points. No points will be awarded for segments. 5 Points
awarded to the pole winner. Up to 3 bonus points will be
awarded at road courses. For every 10 seconds the leader
holds at the competition caution (from second place) will
receive 1 bonus point.
