[ was 14. My Dad bought a 1947 Plymouth 2 door sedan for me to drive

What cars do you own?
1937 Packard 120 Touring Sedan; 1955 Chrysler Windsor Deluxe 2 Door Hardtop;
1975 Chrysler Cordoba; 1953 Desoto Sedan; Parts of 3 MGA roadsters 1957-1961

Which is your favorite car?
1937 Packard because it was purchased new by my Grandfather Yoder three years
before I was born. I remember seeing Grandpa driving the car into the late 1950s.

How & where did you get your car-is there an interesting story about how you acquired it?

The Packard was my Grandfather’s car, then went to my Dad, and then to me. The 1953
Desoto was bought new by my father. The 1975 Chrysler Cordoba was purchased new by a
co-worker at Amana Refrigeration-Two years later [ bought it from her. Linda’s mother
owned a 1955 Chrysler & Linda started driving at age 14. We found a rare 1955 2-door hardtop,
on eBay located in Tacoma, WA-had it shipped to lowa.

What kind of condition was it in-did you have to do much work on it?

The 1937 Packard hadn’t been running since 1962. In 2013 it was pulled out of our machine
shed & sent for a complete restoration. That was completed in 2018. We replicated the paint,
upholstery, dash, and all parts. There was very little rust on the car. Over 90% of the car is
original. It looks just like the car that Grandpa drove home from the dealer in November 1937.
The Cordoba is in original condition. The 1955 Chrysler needed some minor work but is
basically original.

What has been the most memorable/interesting thing or trip you’ve gone on with an antique car?
I drove the 1955 Chrysler hardtop to a Cedar Rapids club meeting. It was after dark when I
drove home and the headlights went out.

Have you entered your car in any shows & if so, did you win any awards/trophies?
We just took the 37 Packard to its first regional AACA show in Auburn, IN and received
“First Junior”. Twice the Packard has been entered in the Des Moines Concours d’Elegance.
It achieved 1% place both years and Best in Class in 2019. It has been invited to attend in
2021. We entered the Packard in the Williamsburg Car Show 2020 where it received “Best in
Show, Stock™. The 1955 Chrysler hardtop participated in the Chelsea, Ia show and won “Best
Mopar Pre 1965”; top 50 at Marengo Car Show 2016; it won 2" Place Mopar at the Amana
