Girls were hoping for a Barbies Dancetime Shop or the Baby-Sitters Club Books. On TV the first episodes of the Simpsons were aired. Students and adults were going to the theaters to see “Batman,” “Driving Miss Daisey,” and “Honey, I Shrunk the Kids.” The average price of a new car was $15,350. A gallon of gas for that new car was 97 cents. The average income was $27,450. And you could mail a letter to that special person for 25 cents.
   Tiger Cub athletes were hoping that Santa would leave a Sectional Championship under their tree. Santa didn’t disappoint. The girls swimming team received a Sectional Championship in the 400 yard freestyle relay as Lisa Condon, Beth Haymaker, Kelly Nealon, and Susan Stark won the title with a winning time of 3:34.32. The wrestling team added two Sectional Titles as Sam Rice claimed the 119 lb. championship and Shane Thomas the 140 lb. title. Girls basketball won the Cloverdale Sectional by defeating South Putnam 43 to 22, Mooresville 49 to 47, and Cloverdale 59 to 47. Their hopes of a Regional title came to an end as they fell to Edgewood 51 to 48. Craig Christiansen won
