The Village Pharmacy
Har-Ber Village’s historic pharmacy, a cherished exhibit, was recently subjected to
a detailed inventory that uncovered some unique artifacts—many of which,
unfortunately, must now be destroyed. The shelves once lined with hand-labeled
apothecary bottles, antique pill rollers, and well-worn mortars and pestles served
generations of customers and visitors. Most of the items slated for removal are




expired pharmaceuticals, some dating back more than a century. While the
collection was carefully documented and photographed, strict regulations prohibit
the preservation of certain hazardous or controlled substances.

Curator Alex Wartski and Village leadership regret the loss but are committed to
preserving the memory of the pharmacy’s role in Har-Ber Village’s medical and
cultural history through archival images and records. Fortunately, many artifacts
will remain, and efforts are already underway to refresh and revitalize the exhibit.
Special thanks to the Grove Police Department for their assistance with the proper
disposal of these historic materials.
