be less than six months old.

e Academic achievement as measured by class rank, GPA, and entrance exam
scores will be considered.

Please note:

Award of any and all scholarships will be at the discretion of the Church Council,
acting on the recommendation of the Scholarship Committee. Minimum total
awards of $2000.00 may be divided between recipients for any year in which
scholarships are awarded; maximum would be 5% of the Education Endowment
principal as of the end of the previous year.
