A BYLAW TO PROVIDE FOR HOURS OF OPERATION 
AND DUMPING FEES AT THE TRANSFER STATION

The Council of the Town of Norquay in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:

1. TRANSFER STATION FEES
Large Items								$5.00 per item
       (Mattress, Couch, Chair, Rug,	Washer, Dryer		
          Stove, Deep Freeze, microwave, etc.)	
Utility Trailer or ½ ton full of acceptable items			$10.00
1 ton full of acceptable items					$20.00
3 ton full of acceptable items					$60.00
 (Acceptable items would include painted wood, minor construction items such as drywall, linoleum, tile, etc., and any other small cupboards, shelving, etc. and scrap metal.) 
Important Notes: 
** Operating hours will be set and approved by the Council.
** Transfer Station Operator will be hired and approved by the Council.
** Permits will be available from the Town Office during regular office hours.  Permits will not
 be available at the transfer station.  Money will not be accepted at the transfer station.

Free Items
Clean Lumber (no nails) – placed in burn pile
Trees – placed in burn pile
Grass Clippings – placed in compost pile
Leaves – placed in compost pile
Garden Refuse – placed in compost pile
Items not Accepted
Household garbage
Plastic bags of any kind

Contaminated soil, wood, etc.
