The women of the Northwest Arkansas Area Alumnae Chapter of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc. would like to 

extend to you an opportunity to apply for the Bethany D. McClendon Scholarship in the amount of one time award 

of $1,500. In order to be eligible for this scholarship, applicants must meet ALL of the following criteria: 

 

(1) Be an African-American female. 

(2) Plan to attend graduate or law School at the University of Arkansas in the Fall of 2021 and include proof 

of acceptance. 

(3) Submit an application and essay to the scholarship committee. 

(4) Submit an official college transcript with the application. 

(5) Have a minimum GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. 

(6) Submit 2 letters of recommendation reflecting some form of community service: 

a. a faculty or staff member, and 
b. a church member, minister, or community person. 

(7) Applicant must submit an essay with a minimum of 1000 words on the topic below. The essay must be typed and 

double-spaced with 12 point font and 1 inch margins. 

 

Essay Topic: 

Bethany D. McClendon was a faith-driven, dedicated, young woman with a zeal for life and a passion for justice. She 

had a deep concern for her community and touched the lives of many. Ms. McClendon used her law degree as a 

mechanism to serve the community. Therefore, we honor her legacy through this community service scholarship. 

Explain how obtaining your graduate degree will help you leave a legacy in the African-American community.

The final selection of scholarship recipients will be based upon cumulative grade point average, school/community 

involvement, recommendations, and essay. All recipients of this award will be notified by Friday, May 21, 2021. If you 

have any questions, please contact Peggy Boyles at p.deon22@gmail.com.
