reunite with Catherine. Catherine doesn’t know if she will ever be capable of something like that. 

Nevertheless, she needs Felix’s help to put into motion America’s second civil war, and forcefully 

remove Dmitry Melnikoff from power. The couple’s treacherous path leads straight to the White 

House, the beast’s lair... 

Dmitry Melnikoff becoming President of the United States results in massive riots breaking out across 

the country. Nationwide “Martial Law” leads to Catherine working again with Cherokee; a dark 

operator doing mercenary work, an assassin. Felix puts General Sam Locke together with imprisoned 

General Thad Spencer, and together they lead America’s resistance movement committed to removing 

Dimitry from the oval office. Emotions fly between Felix and Catherine as they execute their audacious 

plan.

Even after killing fellow American soldiers, loyalists to 



Dimitry, they continue to vow to fight to the death. President Dmitry Melnikoff attempts to annihilate 

General Sam Locke forces but is unexpectedly surprised by the arrival of General Thad Spencer’s 

military forces, and Cherokee.   

Felix and Catherine execute their bold plan flawlessly. Their victory unites the country. Republicans, 

Democrats, and Independents, in a newfound sense of American patriotism, find a way to peacefully 

coexist. It feels good to be an American. 

But the viewer worries, do Felix and Catherine’s get back together?  

As we witness Felix’s and Catherine’s exit from the White House, hand in hand, the back door to a 

black SUV opens for them.
