New payment implementation for 2024 was discussing that residents are paying using the electronic method and is going well.  There is still an option provided to pay via check as an option for 2024. HOA will pay the processing fee for 2024 and 2025. 
Officers have sent letters to homeowners who are violating the restrictive covenants. If you need a copy of the restrictive covenants, it is on the HOA website www.willowgreen.org.

Reliable Landscaping will continue to do the landscaping for 2024.

Old Business Discussion:

Next on the agenda was discussion of security camera update. Cameras were updated as approved in the 2021 annual meeting; HOA changed providers. Officers researched costs for additional upgrades to be presented at the next annual meeting regarding registering with the City of Jackson Police department and costs associated. 

Speeding and underage golf cart drivers continue to be a perpetual concern. Please be mindful of others when traveling within the subdivision. This is an ongoing concern annually. Verner Smith, Vice-President, shared it is illegal to drive nonconforming vehicles. They must be street ready as defined by the law with lights, turn signals, review mirrors, and a driver’s license to operate. Various email notifications were sent to homeowners.
