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TR6 Carburetor Tech Session

The British Car Company, aka member Nick O’Donohoe, hosted a TR6 Carburetor Tech
Session on Saturday July 27th. A set of 175 CD-2 Zenith Strombergs, donated by Glenn
Schwenker, were the subject of the session. Nick dismantled the front carburetor,
explained how it worked and presented some tips for optimum operation and showed us
the tools necessary to maintain and rebuild them.

The session, attended by approximately 20, did not proceed as anticipated because the
carburetor kit did not contain some of the parts needed to complete the rebuild (i.e.
diaphragms). But the missing parts will be ordered and the set of Strombergs will be
ready for the August NJTA club meeting where they will be raffled off. This was not a
serious setback as there were plenty of questions and the focus of the session easily
shifted to user questions and concerns regarding carburetors.

We also had the opportunity to examine and compare some other types of carburetors
found on British classics. SUs - H and HS4 types for example. The conversation also
touched on Webers and some of their applications in Triumphs and MGs were discussed.

There was also time to talk about bushings and Nick demonstrated how to ream a throttle
shaft bushing.

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NAMGAR GT-44 in Dubuque, lowa
