IIn the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that
Jesus began to do and teach, Zuntil the day when he was taken up,
after he had given commands through the Holy Spirit to the
apostles whom he had chosen. 3To them he presented himself
alive after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to them
during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God.

4And while staying with them he ordered them not to
depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father,
which, he said, “you heard from me; 5for John baptized with
water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many
days from now.”

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad
confidence that, as He says, Our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and
wine but His very body and blood to eat and drink for the forgiveness of sins
and to strengthen our union with Him and with one another. Our Lord invites
to His table those who trust in His words, repent of all sin, and set aside any
refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may show
forth His death until He comes.

Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so
to their great harm and because Holy Communion is a confession of the faith
which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or
who hold a confession differing from that of this congregation and the
Lutheran Church Missouri Synod, and yet desire to receive the Sacrament, are
asked to first speak with the Pastor.
