3And he humbled you 
and let you hunger and fed you with manna, which you did not 
know, nor did your fathers know, that he might make you know 
that man does not live by bread alone, but man lives by every 
word that comes from the mouth of the Lord. 4Your clothing did 
not wear out on you and your foot did not swell these forty years.

8Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, 
whatever is just, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is 
commendable, if there is any excellence, if there is anything 
worthy of praise, think about these things. 9What you have 
learned and received and heard and seen in me—practice these 
things, and the God of peace will be with you. 
10I rejoiced in the Lord greatly that now at length you have revived 
your concern for me. You were indeed concerned for me, but you 
had no opportunity. 11Not that I am speaking of being in need, for 
I have learned in whatever situation I am to be content. 12I know 
how to be brought low, and I know how to abound. In any and 
every circumstance, I have learned the secret of facing plenty and 
hunger, abundance and need. 13I can do all things through him 
who strengthens me. 
14Yet it was kind of you to share my trouble. 15And you Philippians 
yourselves know that in the beginning of the gospel, when I left 
Macedonia, no church entered into partnership with me in giving 
and receiving, except you only. 16Even in Thessalonica you sent 
me help for my needs once and again. 17Not that I seek the gift, but 
I seek the fruit that increases to your credit. 18I have received full 



payment, and more. I am well supplied, having received from 
Epaphroditus the gifts you sent, a fragrant offering, a sacrifice 
acceptable and pleasing to God. 19And my God will supply every 
need of yours according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 20To 
our God and Father be glory forever and ever. Amen.

Our Lord invites to His table those who trust in His words, 
repent of all sin, and set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He 
forgives and loves us, that they may show forth His death until He 
comes. 
 
Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily 
do so to their great harm and because Holy Communion is a confession 
of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet 
instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that of this 
congregation and the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod, and yet desire to 
receive the Sacrament, are asked to first speak with the Pastor.
