Confirmations, Deposits & Payments
1. Provisional bookings are not available due to the high volume of enquiries we receive.
2. To confirm a booking, signed terms and conditions and a non-refundable deposit is required as follows:
* £1,500 on confirmation of date
« A further payment of £1,500 6 months prior to the Wedding
* 50% of the remaining wedding estimation 3 months prior to the Wedding
* The remainder of your Wedding estimation 1 month prior to your Wedding Day based on your final numbers

3. Any extra costs that may be incurred on the day are to be settled in full on departure. Cash and credit cards are accepted (excluding American Express
and Diners). Credit cards will incur a 2% service charge.

4. ltis the responsibility of the client to book a registrar or church.

Guaranteed Numbers for Catering

5. The final number of guests attending should be confirmed on your last meeting. The client will be charged for the actual number of guests or the figure
given to us during our last meeting, whichever is the greater. They must be within any minimum and maximum numbers that may be set out in your
quotation. For example, wedding packages for weddings held on a Saturday must include a wedding breakfast, drinks package and evening buffet for
a minimum of 50 guests. If your actual number of guests falls beneath the minimum number set out in our quotation, you will still be charged for the
minimum number.

6. You will need to select one starter, one main course and one dessert for your guests. Any dietary requirements can be accommodated but must be
specified in advance. If you would like to provide your guests with an option per course there will be a charge of £2.50 per head.

7. A minimum of 80% of your total guests for an evening buffet must be catered for unless otherwise specified in advance.

Corkage
8. The Deer Park Country House offers corkage at a fee of £15.00 per still bottle of Wine or £25 for a bottle of Sparkling Wine/Champagne.

Insurance/Damage

9. The Deer Park Country House Hotel does insist that clients arrange wedding insurance cover. The Deer Park Country House Hotel cannot be held
responsible for the damage or loss of personal property of clients or guests before, during or after the wedding. The clients are fully liable for any loss
or damage inflicted upon The Deer Park Country House Hotel property and furnishings either by themselves or by their guests.

10. The Deer Park Country House must receive a copy of your Wedding Insurance Certificate.

Cancellation by the Deer Park Country House Hotel

11. The Deer Park Country House may cancel bookings under the following circumstances:
« If the hotel or any part of it is closed due to circumstances that are outside of the hotel's control (i.e. fire or flooding).
« If the clients have a payment due to The Deer Park Country Hotel that is outstanding for more than 30 days.

Cancellation by the Clients
12. In every circumstance The Deer Park Country House Hotel must be notified in writing and will be effective on the date that the notification is received.

13. If we are successful in reselling the facilities, for a fee equal to or greater than your pro-forma invoice price, we will charge you an administrative fee of
15% of the amount quoted on the pro-forma invoice, but no other charges will be due and we will refund any balance of the deposit.

14. If we are unsuccessful in reselling the cancelled or amended booking, for a fee equal to or greater than your pro-forma invoice price, a cancellation
charge will be made. This will reflect The Deer Park Country House' loss both in terms of expenditure and the lost opportunities to sell our facilities and
services. Actual costs will be calculated and charges may exceed the amount held on deposit at any given time.

Entertainment

15. Music must stop at 12.00am unless stated otherwise. Bands are not permitted to play after 11.00pm. All music in the marquee must be kept below 90
decibels, the Hotel uses a noise limiter through which all equipment must be routed. Our in house DJ is Tony from Sounds Amazing Entertainment. To
book our House DJ for your wedding please contact the Deer Park.

16. It is the responsibility of the client to ensure that any electrical equipment used on the Premises has the appropriate safety certification. If The Deer
Park Country House considers that the equipment is unsafe The Deer Park Country House reserves the right to disconnect the power supply.

17. If the Hirer wishes to have to have a firework display they must choose from the list of approved contractors supplied by the Deer Park Country House
upon request. Firework displays must be completed by 10.00pm and must not exceed the length of 5 minutes.

18. The use of Chinese lanterns is not permitted on site.
19. The Client must ensure that any entertainer has public liability insurance.

General

20. All food and drink must be purchased from The Deer Park Country House. Any food or beverage that is consumed on the hotel premises but purchased
elsewhere without the consent of management, will be charged to the clients.

21, All prices quoted are inclusive of VAT at the current rate unless otherwise stated. The Deer Park Country House reserves the right to amend any prices
due to increases in suppliers’ costs, tax, duty and any changes in VAT

22. The Deer Park Country House reserves the right to show other Bride and Grooms around the house and grounds.

23. The Deer Park reserves the right to permit access to non-wedding guests on the morning following your wedding (this is inclusive of exclusive use booking).
24. Any additional dressing that is required to be carried out by staff at the Deer Park will be charged at a fee of £75.00 per hour.

25. Dressing of the Deer Park will need to be done on the morning of your wedding, unless you book exclusive use of the hotel the day prior.

26. The only confetti permitted within The Deer Park Country House and its Estate is natural petals.

27. Please encourage family and friends to book taxis or other transportation prior to the event.

28. Room check in will be from 3.00pm unless otherwise arranged.

29. Rooms will be released for the night prior to your wedding day (subject to availability) 3 months prior to your wedding date. If there is a private
function taking place the day before/ after your wedding day there will be no rooms available.

30. The Deer Park reserves the right to let the accommodation in the self-catering apartment on the night of your wedding.
31. A rooming list will be sent on your booking and must be completed and returned on the correct spreadsheet 3 months prior to your wedding.
32. Over the Christmas period the hotel does retain the right to keep their existing decorations.

33. The Deer Park cannot be held responsible for any belongings left on site after your departure. All items must be removed from the premises on your
departure date.

Limitation of our liability to you

34. If the client asks The Deer Park Country house to provide items or services which the Deer Park has had to obtain from an outside supplier, then the
charge for the outside supplier’s fees will appear on the invoices from the Deer Park Country House to the client. However, if these services or items
are arranged by the client directly with their own supplier the client will be responsible for the invoices and not The Deer Park Country House.

35. If your wedding date is scheduled more than 1 year after the date of our confirmation of booking, we reserve the right to increase the price of your
wedding package by up to 5% for each complete period of 12 months between these two dates.

36. We reserve the right to make changes to the interior and/or exterior of the venue between the time we accept your booking and the date of your
wedding.

37. We will use all reasonable endeavors to ensure that no components of your wedding package have to be altered. However, as the wedding package is
normally put together a long time before your scheduled wedding, we reserve the right to make changes to certain components if this is necessary to
comply with safety requirements or other changes in law or relevant codes of practice, or to make other minor changes which we reasonably believe
will not be to the detriment of your overall wedding experience and which will not increase the price.

Contract
38. Once a contract has been signed by the Bride and Groom they will become jointly responsible for all payments, as per the terms and conditions.
