ARENA USER RESPONSIBLITIES

1. Memberships are valid from January 1st – December 31st.  Payment is due before you ride in the arena.  Membership is payable by cash, cheque or money order to Valleyview & Districts Agricultural Society, Box 1226, Valleyview, AB.  T0H 3N0  

2. The user memberships are non-transferable, you must have your own and cannot use someone else’s 
under any circumstance.

3. Everyone rides at their own risk.

4. The Rider agrees to abide by all of the AG Societies rules and regulations.

5. The arena must be rented if you are being paid to train someone else’s horses, giving lessons or holding a clinic or school.  Arena must be booked at least 24 hours prior to booked date and a notice will be place on the voice mail prior to a booked date.  The bookings can be made through the office at 524-3473 or 524-4259.  There is a minimum of one- hour increments for rentals.

6. Safety is a priority, horses must be under control at all times.  During open riding (Scheduled times on Saturday) you will be asked to leave the arena if your horse is endangering other people or their horses.  You must be courteous to other riders, watch what is going on around you and be careful.  Universal riding rules indicate when meeting other riders always pass left shoulder to left shoulder.  Do not monopolize arena space.

7. It is the Rider’s responsibility to ensure that any horse(s) brought on the AG Society premises is/are free from infection, contagious or transmissible disease.  The AG Society reserves the right to refuse any horse(s) not in proper health or deemed dangerous or undesirable.

8. When more than 4 people are riding in the arena only one horse should be lunged at a time for a max. of 15-20 minutes.  When 2 horses are being lunged it is very difficult and dangerous to ride around them.

9. Only tie your horses to secure places.  Panels and the calf roping chute are not secure places.  

10. Please clean up after yourself and especially your horses.  Pick up manure, straw, hair, garbage etc.  Place manure in wheel barrow or wheel to outside on the East side of cow palace in designated area.   Put away what you use (poles, barrels, jumps etc.)  It is your responsibility.
11. Before leaving check the bathrooms, sweep if necessary and turn off all the lights.  If you are the last person to leave make sure all lights are turned off.

12. If coming from a distance check the voice mail @524-3473 to check if arena is booked to avoid disappointment or making the trip when the arena is booked.

13.  Scheduled times on Saturday are designated for open riding for arena user members, unless a weekend clinic is booked.
14. Cancellations must be made 24 hours prior to the time you have booked and in case of  -20 degree weather you have the option to cancel at anytime.

15. No dogs off leash anytime unless arena is booked by dog owner.
16. No Alcohol or Drugs allowed on premises unless under permit/license of Alberta liquor control board.  People under the influence of alcohol or drugs will not be allowed access into the facility.  Smoking is prohibited in all Agri-plex facilities.

17. The Agricultural Society is not responsible for any injuries to spectators, participants and stock.

18. The Agricultural Society is not responsible for any stolen property from the facility and surrounding grounds.

19. Any animal that is a known kicker, bitter or striker must be marked or identified by a ribbon in their tail.

20. The use of equipment (eg. Barrels, poles, jumps etc) is allowed during open riding but must be in agreement with all who are using the arena at that time.  It is not a first come first serve facility.  Please respect other riders.

21. Manure to be placed in designated area on East side of cow palace.
DO NOT LEAVE HORSE UNATTENDED IN ARENA AT ANYTIME.
