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1. Product Description 
 

a. Basic Use: Tuff Stuff is a heavy-duty acrylic 
concrete and masonry sealer. It is designed for 
excellent adhesion and long wear on new or old 
concrete. This product is intended for both 
interior and exterior use. Tuff Stuff dries to a 
crystal clear finish and will remain clear. 
 

b. Features & Benefits:  

• Resists penetration from oils, unleaded 
gasoline, chemicals, salts, and water.

2. Packaging 
 

Tuff Stuff is packaged in a 1-quart can, 12/1-
quart case, 1-gallon can, 4/1-gallon case, 5-
gallon pail, and 55-gallon drum. 
 

3. Coverage 
 

Estimated coverage depends on porosity of the 
surface. Approximately 350 to 500 square feet 
per gallon on horizontal surfaces. On vertical 
surfaces, 150 -500 square feet per gallon. 
 

4. Directions for Use 
 

a. Application: Use a low pressure spray, short-
napped roller, or a brush. Do not apply below 

50°F (10°C) or to surfaces below 50°F. Allow 3 
days after a rain before applying outside. Dry to 
touch in 15 minutes depending on temperature. 
Allow 24 hours drying time before permitting 
traffic. On new concrete or terrazzo, simply 
broom it clean. They should be allowed to cure 
for at least 14 days before sealing. Old and dirty 
concrete or terrazzo should be scrubbed with a 
detergent before applying. Grease and oil should 
be removed or they will prevent adhesion.
