*The Largest Ship in the World. Given how large modern
ships have become in the extreme drive for cost efficiency, Richard
Walton kindly sent me a reference to what is now considered the largest
ship in the world. She is the Prelude which is a cargo ship designed to
carry liquified natural gas (LNG). Therefore, it is designated a Floating
Natural Gas (FLNG or FLING?) facility. This behemoth was built in South
Korea for Royal Dutch Shell, KOGAS, and Inpex at an estimated cost of
somewhere between $12 billion to $17 billion. Its hull was launched in
2013 and is said to have a cargo capacity of 600,000 tonnes, 1,601 ft.
length, and 243 ft. wide. (Fig. 3).

The cargo theory under which it was constructed was to fill up with
LNG by directly going from one oceanic gas field to another without having
to transfer gas from the drilling platform to onshore facilities first and then
fill up the ship in port. This currently requires expensive pipelines that are
a redundant step.

Unfortunately, it seems that construction and equipment problems
have caused cost overruns and constant delays so it now sits offshore of
Australia still not being used. Once operational, however, crew hiring will



give priority to non-smokers. Also, wild parties involving fireworks
will not be permitted. Any incidents could have planetary scale effects
and all those exoplanets discovered by astronomers going around other
stars are still too far away to escape to!

*Piracy on the High Seas on an Uneven Decline. High
seas piracy has seen a resurgence over the past generation, particularly
off the sea coasts of a number of African countries such as Somalia on
the eastern coast and in the Gulf of Guinea on the western coast
(Fig. 4). This has even resulted in a movie being released in 2013 about
a Somali ship hijacking titled “Captain Phillips”.

Piracy encounters in these regions typically involved kidnapping of
cargo ship crews with pirate money being made from ransoms as well as
selling any stolen cargo. Fortunately, security has improved off the Horn
of Africa and the activities of Somali pirates have been mostly shut down
from what | read. However, crew kidnappings still continue in the Gulf of
Guinea where security remains light.

Another area of high piracy activity is in south Asia in the Strait of
Malacca which is a narrow seaway between Malaysia and Sumatra,
Indonesia and the nearby Singapore Strait (Fig. 5). Piracy activity here
involve well financed organized crime cartels which own their own
tankers that can pull up alongside a cargo tanker, overpower their
crews and then siphon off their liquid cargos of petroleum products



to be sold to clandestine buyers for below market prices. Almost
sounds like what parasitic insects do!

Thus far, local security forces have been too thinly spread to protect
the enormous amount of commercial traffic going through the Strait. And
there are not enough security details available to protect each and every
vessel. Arming ship’s crews remains a topic of debate which has not yet
been settled.
