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By-Laws


Article 1.  Name 

South Bay Model Shipwrights

Article 2.  Purpose 
To advance and promote enjoyment of the art of ship model building through discussion, workshops and exhibits by both the novice and professional builder. 
Article 3. Membership


Section 1. History and Philosophy. 


The South Bay Model Shipwrights was founded in September, 1982, by Jean Eckert.  The 
club’s focus is static scale ship models but all forms of ship modeling are of interest.  Wood is 
the primary medium, but many materials such as plastic, paper, card stock, and resin have been 
used in our models.  Anyone interested in nautical subjects is welcome.

Section 2. Membership

A person or institution becomes a member of the club by filling out a membership application and 
paying required dues.


Section 3. Non discriminatory Clause


This club does not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color, religion, or sexual 
orientation.

Article 4. Meetings

Regular club meetings shall be once per month at a time and place determined by the Harbor Master.
Article 5. Dues
The annual dues are $20.00 and are due January 1 each year.  Dues for new members who join July 1 or later will be $10.00.  It is the duty of the treasurer to collect and account for all dues.  

Article 6. Name Badges 
 A member may purchase a club name badge for $15.00 from the treasurer.
Article 7. Officers


Section 1. Term of office


The term of office for all officers and appointed posts is one year from January 1 through 
December 31.


Section 2. Elections 

a) President, Vice-president, and Treasurer are elected positions.  Election of these 
     officers will held at the November meeting.  A three person nominating committee will      be appointed by the out-going president in September to select officer candidates.   Officer elections by open vote will take place at the November meeting.  Majority approval by club members in attendance at the November meeting is required to elect an officer.  Failure to elect an officer will require action as set forth in Article 7, Section 2, and b).
b) Vacated officer positions will be appointed by remaining officers and confirmed by majority approval of club members in attendance at next meeting.

Section 3.  President


The president shall

a) preside at all meetings of the club
b) record the minutes at all meetings of the club
c) be responsible for all official correspondence of the club
d) plan and coordinate monthly business meetings and other club activities


Section 4.  Vice-president


The vice-president shall

a) preside at all meetings of the club in the absence of the president 


Section 5.  Treasurer


The treasurer shall

a) be in charge of all financial records and funds
b) be in charge of all receipts and disbursements and keep accurate records of same

c) make a financial a report at each regular business meeting and prepare an annual report and any other reports requested by the president

d) keep a member roster/mailing list and provide to the club when requested

e) prepare a budget for the coming fiscal year and submit to the club at January business meeting

f) collect dues from members
Article 8. Appointments
It shall be the responsibility of the president, vice-president, and treasurer to seek member volunteers and appoint the following positions. Appointment terms are for one year and may be renewed indefinitely.
a) Newsletter writer and distributor

b) Webmaster
c) Harbor Master – Meeting Room Coordinator
d) Door Prize Coordinator

e) Others and committees as required
Article 9. Amendments

These By-Laws may be amended by a majority of the members present at a regular meeting, provided written notice of the proposed amendment is given to all members at least two months before the meeting.

Article 10. Dissolution Clause

A notice to all members describing reasons for the dissolution of the club shall be sent three months in advance of a regular meeting.  If at this meeting, it is decided by majority vote of those members present to dissolve the club, then the officers will define a plan to dissolve the club and liquidate all assets and pay all debts.
Article 11. Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, govern in all cases which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws.
