We know the challenges can be immense for women in difficult
pregnancies, especially women in poverty.

According to 2014 statistics from abortion providers, women who
chose abortion were poor, young, and unmarried

(75% were low income, 60% were in their 20’s, and 86% were
unmarried).

They came from all cultures and backgrounds (39% were white, 28%
were black, 25% were Hispanic, and 6% were Asian or a Pacific
Islander).

And, many of the women who turned to abortion reported a religious
affiliation,

including a staggering 24% who identified themselves as Catholic
(17% were mainline Protestant, | 3% were evangelical Protestant,
and 8% identified with some other religion).
