The ACS Qualifications Committee’s goal is to establish a fair playing field across the board for all players. The committee has the right to use all information at their disposal to complete this task.  The criteria below will be used to determine player rankings:  
· Known ability


We will look at previous tournament accomplishments, league standings and inquire with other league operators to establish a fair ranking for all players. 
· Tournament finishes
The Qualification Committee will look at previous tournament accomplishments from these tournaments: 

· IOMA
· Iowa State Pool Players Association (ISPA_

· Midwest Tournament
· Iowa ACS
· ACS Midwest Tournament
· Regional and National Tournaments
· Bordering State Tournaments. 
The Qualification Committee will look at previous tournament accomplishments from these tournaments
A top 4% finish in any tournament is grounds to advance a player. 
Players may reclassify to lower level after playing 2 years in their new division without cashing.  See the ACS Reclassification Form.  Submission of the form is not a guarantee that the player will be moved to a lower division.
The ACS Qualifications Committee reserves the right to place any player in a division commensurate with their skill level. 

As of the meeting held on Jan. 18, 2015, the ACS board has decided to add other classification for the levels of play. The levels will be in order- Standard, Open, Intermediated, Advanced- these are considered skill levels in games of pool. With much decision skill rankings where placed on each levels 

Standard Ranking- This skill level is for persons who have just started to learn the skills to play pool. These players can not successfully complete a table run.
Open Rankings- This skill level is for players which can complete table runs and have an understanding of the skills required to play offensive and defensive pool strategies .

Advanced Rankings- This skill level is for players that have the knowledge to play the game of pool to the highest degree. These players have an understanding of cue ball control, offensive and defensive strategies, and have proven themselves at highest level of competition.
We understand it is very hard to successfully rate players, and ACS board will be happy to assist ACS members with this task, upon request.
