LEAGUE RULES

Note: Rules can be amended to fit the needs of the league under the guidance of
the League Director and in consultation with the General Managers.

All players must be registered! NO RINGERS! NO EXCEPTIONS!

All players must play in at least 1 regular season game to be eligible to play
in the Sertich Cup Final.

Players must have their jersey (no jersey=no play), equipment &
mouthpiece. Players should bring their own water. NO CLEATS!

Games: Three, 15-minute running time periods with a 2-minute break
between periods.

Each team is permitted 1, 30-second timeout per game (kept on the shot
clock).

Stop time in the last minute of the 3™ period only (if difference is 3 goals or
less).

Overtime is a shootout (each team must use 3 different shooters).

Each team must have a goalie (sharing of goalies is by permission only).
Face-offs will be done (each team must have 3 players on their defensive
side of the floor).

The shot clock is 30 seconds once possession is gained.

The shot clock resets when the ball hits the goalie or the goal, or when
there is a change of possession.

Over & back violations are on the penalty kill only.

Any ball into the net or soccer goal will be a change of possession (except
off a shot that hits the goal, goalie, or defensive player).

NO reaching into the crease to possess the ball by offensive players.

NO hitting into the boards or open soccer goal. Contact near the boards is
part of the game.

Penalties are kept on the shot clock & are running time upon the next
whistle (2:00 min. personal foul - a goal wipes out the penalty; 5:00 min.
major foul - 2 goals wipe out the 5:00 min).

Inappropriate language will result in a 10-minute player suspension (2"
offense=expulsion from game).

Fighting will result in an automatic ejection from game or expulsion from
the league (for repeated offenses).
