Section 610 Authority of the Board. In addition to the powers set forth
above, the Association, through the Board of Dircctors, may exercise all powers of
the Association, including the power to do the following:

(r) Borrow money and assign the Association’s rights to assessments, or
other future income, to a lender as security for a loan to the Association.

Dear Residents,

In accordance with the regulations established by our insurance provider, Pepperridge of Wildwood has now implemented a revised policy concerning outdoor grilling. This policy is effective immediately and has been put in place to ensure the safety and well-being of all residents within the community.

Outdoor Grilling Policy:
1. Prohibited Items: The use of charcoal grills is strictly prohibited within the community premises. This prohibition has been enacted in alignment with the safety guidelines set by our insurance provider and is aimed at minimizing potential risks.
2. Acceptable Grills: While charcoal grills are not allowed, residents are welcome to use propane grills for outdoor cooking. However, propane grills must be 10 feet from any residential building when in use. This precautionary measure is crucial to prevent any accidental fires and to safeguard the surrounding properties.

We urge all residents to kindly comply with these guidelines to guarantee a secure and harmonious environment for everyone.
