3. Entries in this division are limited to FFA and 4H members
residing in and/or attending school in Austin County or within the
boundaries of the Areas 3, 11 and 12 FFA Association.

4, Projects exhibited must have been constructed, fabricated, or
reconditioned by students as a part of their instruction in laboratory
classes.

5. A project can be exhibited only one time at the Austin County Fair
and must have been constructed, fabricated, or reconditioned
within one year of the exhibition date.

6. All projects must be clean, painted or treated and in a presentable
condition even though they may have been used.

7. A working plan, blueprint or drawing, photographs showing

construction and a bill of materials are required to be submitted

with each project entered. Description of service performed and
before and after photos required for reconditioned projects.

Projects may have been individually, or group constructed.

9.  Any project that does not fit into one of the stated classes will be
disqualified by the Committee.

All projects are to be identified with standard club exhibitor cards
(supplied by Exhibitor’s Club or Affiliate).

Projects will be exhibited outdoors.

The student/students must be present during the judging to meet
and discuss their project with the judges.

Projects will be judged on the following:

A. Workmanship 30 points
B. Design & Materials Used 20 points
C. Practicality 15 points
D. Degree of Difficulty 15 points
E. Finish 10 points

F. Plans, Photos, Bill of Materials 10 points

Exhibitor agrees to abide by all Rules and Regulations of the
Austin County Fair, including but not limited to the Release of
Liability & Indemnity and Drug Certification Agreement, which
spells out “Zero Tolerance” policy as well as the penalties
associated with violation of these rules.
