Teams will consist of three (3) or four (4) individuals. Persons wishing to compete as
individuals may do so. All team members will be counted as separate individuals to decide
high individual awards.

There will be eight (8) classes and two (2) classes of questions.

Contestants will be allowed eight (8) minutes per class.

Scores will be on placing — no reasons. The tie breaking classes will be decided by
standard deviation (meaning the most consistent throughout the judging) as determined by
the computer judging program.

Question classes will be announced during the orientation.

There will be NO talking by contestants during the contest. Cellular phones must be turned
off and cannot be used during the contest. Violation of this rule will cause the contestant
and the team to be disqualified.

The Senior Division consists of those students grades 9-12. The Intermediate Division
consists of students grades 6-8. The Junior Division consists of individuals, ages 10, grades
3-5.
