Day I: May 10,2026 - Arrive Vancouver
Welcome to Vancouver! Set out to explore the beautiful Canadian Rockies by
Train.

Day 2: May | 1, 2026 - Vancouver

Day 5: May 14, 2026 - Lake Louise — Banff, AB
