The Pre-AP English language class is a full school-year long class costing $450.

A S25 deposit is required to hold a place for your student in class. On July 1'a second installment of $25
is required to continue to hold the spot, meaning by July 1, a total of S50 will be required to secure a
place in this class.

On the first day of class, the remaining balance for just the first semester, which will be $175, is due.
The entire second semester payment of $225 is due December 1 or before. Payment may be made by
cash or check.
