📌 Overview
· Common names: Leachie, New Caledonian giant gecko 
· Origin: New Caledonia 
· Size: 9–17+ inches (largest gecko species) 
· Lifespan: 20–30+ years (sometimes longer) 
· Temperament: Territorial, can be aggressive, strong bite 

🏠 ENCLOSURE & SETUP
Size
· Juvenile: 12"x12"x18" minimum 
· Adult: 
· Minimum: 24"x18"x24" 
· Ideal: 24"x18"x36" or larger 
· Arboreal species → height is critical 
Enclosure Type
· Glass terrarium or PVC enclosure (humidity-friendly) 
· Excellent ventilation required (avoid stagnant moisture) 
Interior Setup
· Cork bark tubes (essential) 
· Vertical branches & climbing structures 
· Dense foliage (live or artificial) 
· Multiple hiding areas 
➡️ They naturally hide in tree hollows during the day 
Substrate
· Bioactive mix (soil, coco fiber, bark) 
· Or simple: coco fiber / reptile soil 
· Keep slightly moist, not soaked 

🌡️ TEMPERATURE & HUMIDITY
Temperature
· Day: 72–80°F 
· Night: 65–72°F 
· Optional basking: 82–85°F 
⚠️ Avoid overheating — they are a cooler species
Humidity
· Ideal: 60–80% 
· Allow fluctuation (dry slightly during day, humid at night) 
· Mist once daily (evening preferred) 

💡 LIGHTING
· No strong lighting required (nocturnal) 
· Low-level UVB beneficial but optional 
· Maintain natural day/night cycle 

🥗 DIET & FEEDING
Staple Diet
· Commercial gecko diet (CGD): 
· Repashy / Pangea-type formulas 
· Feed 2–3x per week (adults) 
Protein (Supplement)
· Insects (1–2x per week): 
· Dubia roaches 
· Crickets 
· Worms 
➡️ Dust with calcium + D3 
Occasional Treats
· Fruit mixes (banana, mango, etc.) 
Notes
· Omnivorous: fruit + insects in wild 
· Some individuals refuse insects (normal) 

💧 WATER
· Provide shallow dish (optional) 
· Most hydration comes from licking droplets after misting 

🧠 BEHAVIOR & HANDLING
· Nocturnal and secretive 
· Can be territorial and vocal 
· Bite force is strong (use caution) 
· Best as a display animal 

🧼 MAINTENANCE
· Spot clean regularly 
· Full substrate change every 4–8 weeks (non-bioactive) 
· Maintain airflow to prevent bacterial growth 

🧬 BREEDING GUIDE
Sexual Maturity
· Males: ~4–5 years 
· Females: ~5–6 years 
Pairing
· Introduce carefully (can be aggressive) 
· Best kept: 
· Single 
· Or 1.1 breeding pair only 
Breeding Setup
· Plenty of hides to reduce stress 
· High humidity environment 
· Provide lay box or deep substrate 
Egg Laying
· Typically 2 eggs per clutch 
· Up to multiple clutches per year 
Incubation
· Temperature range: 
· ~72°F → more females 
· ~82–85°F → more males 
· Incubation time: ~60–90 days 
Hatchling Care
· House individually 
· Same humidity/temp as adults 
· Feed CGD + small insects 

⚠️ COMMON MISTAKES
· ❌ Too hot (biggest killer) 
· ❌ Constantly wet enclosure (causes infections) 
· ❌ Not enough hiding spaces 
· ❌ Overhandling 
· ❌ Housing incompatible pairs 

✅ PRO TIPS
· Use cork tubes — they love hollow hides 
· Night misting mimics natural rainforest cycles 
· Keep stress low → improves feeding & breeding success 
· Larger enclosures = calmer animals
